e Since AB 2923 signed into law September 2018, BART:

Compiled draft database of affected properties

Initially evaluated local zoning and alignment with 2017 TOD Guidelines

Met with staff from 22 cities and counties affected by AB 2923, TOD, and beyond
Engaged elected officials via direct correspondence, events

Presented in a variety of public forums

Met with various stakeholders

Reaffirmed commitment to local agencies to be collaborative partners in land
development

AB 2923 Guidance: Case Studies

e Early findings

e Density, Height, Floor-Area-Ratio (FAR) do not often line up well
(More density is needed to achieve heights, more height is needed to
achieve FAR)

* On larger properties, achieving required Floor-Area-Ratio calculation in
AB 2923 is nearly impossible within height limits

 Limited room for other design regulations (e.g. shadow planes, open
space requirements)

* BART will need to make a clear commitment to ensuring high quality
design in actual development projects
