1983 WAS A YEAR OF "MANY FIRSTS" AND HIGH PATRONAGE FOR BART

With the close of 1983 BART saw its highest annual ridership since first opening
the doors for service in 1972, exceeding 55.5 million for the calendar year.

BART General Manager Keith Bernard noted that the transit system achieved its
new annual patronage record despite a slow growth period during the first six months

© of 1983. '
o . ﬂe,said a year-end surge in system usage translated into a 13 percent increase
“hﬂ for the last quarter of 1983 over the last quarter of 1982, while overall ridership
for 1383‘waé‘about three percent above 1982.

"Féom October through December there were very few days in which the system saw
less fhanIZOO,OOO in weekday ridership. During December BART recorded its highest
single day in ridership, Tuesday, December 20, with over 217,000," Bernard said,
adding that most days during its last months were in fact well above 200,000.

He said that most of the year-end increases were during the off-peak periods,
much of it for shopping.

"In 1983, BART took new strides, as many 'firsts' for the system were realized,"
Bernard said.

He said the first weekday timetable was issued, complementing the weekend and
evening schedule which has been in use for several years. The first joint fare ticket,

3 the BART/MUNI Fast Pass, was introduced. Also, BART's regular and discount tickets
5“ went on sale for the first time at retail business ocutlets in Berkeley, Concord,
Oakland, Richmond and San Francisco.

"During 1983, while there were some minor fluctuations, our trains were on-time
and on-schedule for approximately 95 percent of the time. This performance is the
highest Tevel of good service BART has ever delivered and compares very favorably with,

or better than, other rail systems in this country or around the wor]d,"l Bernard said.

Extensions of the system to other parts of the three BART counties, Alameda,
Contra Costa and San Francisco, were again a primary concern of the BART Board of
Directors, as some significant steps were taken in setting new priorities for moving
ahead'with these prbgmams._

A new BART bué route was started up on an experimental basis. This was "The
Martinez Link - the Z Line," which provides service from E1 Cerrito Dél Norte BART
Station to the Contra Costa County buildings im Richmond and Martinez, making stops
along the route, including Hilltop Shopping Mall in Pichmond.

Bernard noted that progress‘with BART's Five Year $521 million Capital Improvement
program, which is designed to increase the capacity of the system to carry between
250,000 and 300,000 riders by 1987, were well underway.

"In 1984, we are going to be involved with many projects and decisions directly

affecting the next decade of BART, with specific emphasis on meeting our expected
growth over the next five or six years," said Bernard.

THERE'S A BART LINE IN WEST CONTRA COSTA COUNTY'S FUTURE''!!

Nello Bianco, BART's vice-president and West Contra Costa County's direc@or,
recently said, "Bringing the BART rail system into San Pablo, Hilltop Shopping Mall,
Pinole and Hercules and providing accessable service to those Tiving in Rodeo and
Crockett, has been a goal of mine since I began my career as BART director 15 years
ago. Now, with the adoptidn by the BART Board of Directors of a preferred alignment
for this extension, I am more confident than ever there is a BART line in the future
of West Contra Costa County."

Bianco noted that work will begin immediately to identify and secure the
funding through the Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) needed to purchase the
four station sites and the rights-of-way for the 7.6 mile extension.

"As we acquire the station sites planned for this extension, these will be
developed as 'park and ride Tlots' from which BART express buses will connect with
the BART rail system. When this Tland acquisition is comp1etéd, then the West
Contra Costa Tine will operate on rubber tires which will eventually be replaced
with steel rail," said Bianco.

The price tag for the West Contra Costa Extension has been estimated to be
$337 million. According to recent studies, this new extension will mean that more
than 12,500 additional weekday trips will be taken by BART patrons to various
Tocations on the present system. In order to serve these new riders, three
additional trains will be needed which will operate at about 15 minutes apart.

Based on 1982 dollars, the cost of operating the new extension will be about

$6.7 million annually, however, with the anticipated patronage, this will mean

(MORE)
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that fares will cerr nearly 43 percent of these costs, which is only slightly
lower than the present system's ‘level of 49 percent of farebox recovery.

Bianco also noted tﬁat when a program to develop a BART Express Bus ticket
which can also be used as a BART rail ticket is completed, then these tickets
would also be used on the West Contra Costa BART Express Bus system.

"The extension of BART rails into Contra Costa County, a commitment which

was made nearly 22 years ago, is now being fulfilled. The Extension Staging P61icy
adopted by the BART Board of ﬁirectors on September 1st of last year places the West
Contra Costa rail extension in Phases II and III. The first élement of this rail
extension will probably start at Richmond Station with service to the San Pablo
Station and the Hilltop Mall Station. The second element of the West Contra Costa
Extension, which is now identified‘in the Phase III of the September extension policy,
will extend the rail service to the Pinole and Hercules area," said Bianco.

Bianco also noted that extensions to the eastern portion of Contra Costa
County are contained in Phase I, with service starting at the Concord BART
Station to stations in North Concord and West Pittsbﬁrg. Pnother extension shown
in Phase 11 of the September, 1983 extension policy will bring BART service to
Pittsburg, West Antioch and East Antioch.

"We are w%tnessing today, in West Contra Costa County, %he beginnings of
what T am sure, will be one of the greatest expansion of communities, businesses
and industries ever seen in the Bay Area. Not only will this expansion come
about because of the opportunities which exist in this area, but because the
future holds the promise of BART rail service," Bianco said.

Bianco, who had proposed the West Contra Costa Extension nearly two years
ago explained that the 7.6 mile 1ine would begin at the Richmond BART Station
usfng one mile of the existing Santa Fe Railroad right-of-way in Richmond, at

which point the route travels northeast to San Pablo and Hilltop Mall and then

(MORE)
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runs parallel to I-80 until it reaches the I-80/State Route 4 Interchange in Hercules,
with easy access for peonle 1living in Rodeo and Crockett.

Station sites will be Tocated at Contra Costa College in San Pablo, a

. subway station at the Hilltop Mall in Richmond, on Appian Way in Pinole and a

station near the I-80/State Route 4 Interchange in Hercules.
Bianco pointed out that the BART Directors worked very hard in arriving
at the decision in adopting West Contra Costa route alignment.

"The study which was considered by the BART Board, contained 15 potential
routes, showing benefits and disadvantages of each. The work of the BART staff
and consultants was very extensive and detailed.

"Based on patronage projections, the percent of operating costs which
could be recovered by fares, construction and operating costs and perhaps
one of the most important factors, the potential for development in the area
surrounding proposed stations, were ‘the primary factors which guided the BART
Board in its decision,” Bianco noted.

"I take great personal pride in the development and progress we have

-achieved with the West Contra Costa Extension. Since the BART Board of Directors

began‘its extensive work in planning for the extension of the BART system nearly
four years ago, we have accomplished a great deal.

"We are now on the move, and I sincerely hope that as the extension of
the rail system within the present BART District becomes a reality, my dream of

circling the San Francisco Bay with BART rails can also be achieved," said Bianco.

BART BOARD CLARIFIES EXTENSION POLICY

The BART Bgard of Direct9r§ today voted to clarify its éxtension policy by
explicitly including an extension from the system's Daly City Station to ‘the
San Francisco Airport as part of the policy's first phase commitment, it was
announced by Board President Arthur Shartsis of Oakland.

The first phase of the current policy, which was adopted September 1, 1983 calls

for extending the system to North Concord/West Pittsburg, Irvington/Warm Springs,

Castro Valley/Dublin, and an extension commitment in San Francisco to be done

concurrently. Before today's action by the Board, the San Francisco extension
was identified as a general commitment of equal treatment for San Francisco.

Shartsis said, "I want to emphasize that the airport extension is designed to
benefit only the people of the three BART counties, and not San Mateo County."

Shartsis said the BART Board, at the urging of its three San Francisco
directors, Eugene Garfinkle, John Kirkwood and Wil Ussery, has now called for
identifying the commitment to a San Francisco project as an extension to the
San Francisco Airport.

"I believe that having the airport extension as part of the BART regional
package will make it easier to raise federal money and will therefore help to
make the proposed East Bay extensions a reality," Shartsis said.

BART PLANS TO HAVE AUTOMATIC BANKING TELLER MACHINES INSTALLED AT SIX STATIONS

By the end of the summer, BART patrons will be seeing First Interstate Bank of
california (FICAL) automatic telier machines (ATMs) in six BART stations. The ATMs
will sell BART multi-ride $21 tickets for $20 and will perform other bank functions
with a MasterCard, Visa card or bank debit card issued by FICAL.

On March 22, 1984, BART's Board of Directors approved a three-year agreement
with First Interstate Bank of California for the ATM program.

The First Interstate ATMs will be installed in folr San Francisco BART stations
and two East Bay stations. The Montgomery Street and Embarcadero stations in San
Francisco w%11 each have two ATMs installed. The Powell Street and Civic Center
stations in San Francisco, 19th Street Station in Oakland and Pleasant Hill Station
will each have one ATM installed.

The ATMs will operate during regular BART service hours and will be located
outside the station entry gates. The equipment will.be maintained by the bank at no
cost to BART. Terms of the agreement allow for cancellation of the program by either
party following one year of operation. However, as the project proceeds, it is
anticipated that probably in about a year MasterCards and Visa cards issued by other
banking institutions may be accepted in the ATMs operating at the BART stations.

According to William Goelz, BART Controller-Treasurer, "The agreement.with
First Interstate was reached after an intensive effort over the past five years to
interest banking institutions in a program to install ATMs in BART stations.

"During the past two or three years, many of the large banking institutions

( MORE )
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“ have stopped selling BART tickets and this placed an unusually heavy usage on BART's

ticket vending machines in stations. This increased use has meant an added cost for

maintenance and repair of this equipment. The ATMs we belijeve will be one more

means of reducing the use of station ticket vending machines and at the same time

make it easier for BART patrons to purchase tickets," Goelz said.

Goelz also noted that the program represents an investment in excess of
$500,000 by the bank. According to the report made today to the‘BART Board of
Directors, there will be virtualiy no cost to BART for installation of the equipmént
and the venture represents a good potential for BART ticket sales. The contract calls
for the bank to pay an initial rental fee of $3,000 per year per station. FICAL will
receive a one percent commission on the sale of tickets - the same commission received
by other BART ticket sales outlets.

Recently, BART began a program of selling tickets, both full fare and;discounf
tiékets for seniors, handicapped and youth, at more than 25 retail outlets in a
number of cities throughout the BART District. The "BART Tickets-To-Go" program and
the installation of ATMs in BART stations will make the purchase of BART tickets more
accessible to many people, Goelz noted.

BART EMPLOYEE TO CARRY OLYMPIC TORCH

When the 1984 Olympic Torch reaches the San Francisco Bay Area, Pete Avalos,

a 49-year-old tool room attendant in BART's Oakland Shop maintenance facility, will
carry the Olympic Torch for one kilometer through downtown Oakland as part of the
23rd Olympic Torch Relay. Avalos will make his run later this summer, as the torch
proceeds on its way to Los Angeles for the opening of the Olympics in June.

When a group of BART employees Jearned that an opportunity to carry the 0lympic
Torch was offered by the Los Angeles Olympic Organizing Committee (LAOOC), they
formed an ad-hoc committee--"The BART Youth Legacy Kilometer Committee"--to raise
the required $3,000 to sponsor a BART employee as a runner in the nationwide relay.
To stir interest in the fund-raising drive, employees were told that the sponsored
torch bearer from BART would be the employee who raised the most donations.

Avalos was by far the leader of the pack in raising donations. He collected
over $1,000 from fellow employees, family, friends and members of his parish, St.
Joseph's Catholic Church in Pinole. The remaining $2,000 came from donations col-
lected by various BART employees throughout the transit organization.

The fact that Avalos will be one of a small group of Americans who will carry
the Olympic Torch is not the only thing which makes him unique. About two years
ago, while competing in a marathon run, Avalos developed chest pains and subseqﬁent-
1y underwent an open heart quadruple bypass operation. He says he is healthier than

ever, runs daily and has competed in a number of marathon runs in the Bay Area.
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When Avalos makes his one-kilometer run with the Olympic Torch he will be
cheered on by his family, friends, parishioners and fellow BART employees.

Funds generated by the ©Olympic Torch Relay Project will benefit sports
programs of the Boys Clubs of America, the Girls Clubs of America, family YMCAs
and the Special Olympics throughout the United States. The BART Youth Legacy
Committee's contribution will be divided equally among Oakland chapters of these
organizations.

Ten thousand kilometers have been designated as "Youth Legacy Kilometers" of
the Olympic Torch route in the United States. By making a commitment of $3,000
to the LAOOC Torch Relay Foundation, any individual, group, corporation or organiza-
tion can designate a torch bearer for a "Youth Legacy Kilometer."

In this country the torch will be carried 15,000 kilometers, nearly 9,000 miles,
in its journey across the country. The torch will arrive from Athens by plane in
New York on May 8, 1984, and is expected to reach the Bay Area sometime in mid

BART SEES RECORD RIDERSHIP

More people rode BART on Tuesday, April 3, than on any other day in the
11-year history of the transit system. According to Keith Bernard, BART's
General Manager, "220,513 trips were recorded on Tuesday, April 3, and this is
the largest number of paid trips ever made on any single day in BART's history."

Bernard noted that more than 8,000 patrons rode BART to the Oakland Coliseum
Tuesday evening for the opening day of the 1984 QOakland A's baseball season, as
well as a Warriors basketball game being played in the Coliseum Arena at the same
time.

BART ridership has continued to see an upward swing with a new record set
for this past March. During March 1984 the average daily patronage reached
206,345, which is over seven percent above the forecast. Ridership on the weekends
also saw an increase. The average ridership on Saturdays reached 82.219, or nearly
four percent above forecast, and the average ridership for Sundays in March was
49,747, or seven percent over forecast.

These new high Tevels of BART weekday and weekend patronage brought the total
for the month to 5,149,677. This was a 9.1 ﬁercent gain over March of 1983, which
had a total of 4,716,689 patrons.

Bernard attributed the inecreased ridership on BART to several factors,

including the BART/Muni fast pass, and the fact that the transit-using public of

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the Bay Area has a growing confidence in BART as an economical and
reliable system, with trains now operating at between 95 and 98 percent

on schedule.

BART will be operating longer trains for those planning to attend the
various athiletic and entertainment events at the Oaé]and Coliseum, and will
have extra trains standing by following these events.

BART COMMITTEE ACCEPTS THE SYSTEM'S TENTATIVE OPERATING
BUDGET FOR FY 1984/85

BART's preliminary and tentative budget for the coming fiscal year totaling
$149.7 million was accepted today (April 25, 1984) by the Administration Committee
of the BART Board of Directors. The committee approved the budget to go to the
full Board for'the meeting tomorrow (Thursday, April 26, 1984).

BART General Manager Keith Bernard presented the proposed budget to the
committee and noted that it represents about a 4.5 percent increase over the current
year's budget of $142.8 miTllion. The proposed budget, according to Bernard, was
developed to meet the BART Board's goals and objectives, which were also contained
in the budget document presented to the Board committee. Included in the budget
proposal is the additon of two peak-hour trains, one on the Concord/Daly City line
and another on the Fremont/Richmond line. Also, Bernard noted that $2 million
would be set aside each year for parking facilities at various stations around the
system in order to more quickly address the access to the system.

The tentative BART FY 1984/85 budget was reviewed and discussed by the BART
Board's Administration Committee, chaired by Margaret Pryor, BART Director of
Oakland, and contains increases for -1abor costs, BART Express Buses, operating power
costs, non-labor costs and improved coordination between BART and AC Transit
regarding connecting services. The largest increase, $3.9 million, is

expected in net labor costs, due in part to contractual wage and salary increases

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and increased costs gftfringe benefits, plus an increase in the number of
BART emp]oyges which isyexpected to grow by 42 positions. These new posi-
tions will be -required to support the expanded level of service, whichis,
scheduled to begin in the fall of 1984, added -cash handling staff, and
maintenance personnel-in anticipation of the arrival of the new C-Cars.

Anficﬁpated power ¢osts will increase by 3.7 percent to $17.8 mii]ion
including $227,500 for the p]anned‘servibe increase.

Bernérd noted that, while the,sybmitted tentative bldget refiéct5=a
fiscal shortfall of $].éam11ﬁion,lﬁhi§ is a vast improvement over the
current year's budget which wheﬁ adopted in June of 1983 anticipated.a
shortfall oi‘$§71 million. This fiscal shortfa1i waSAmAde up during the
past year thééugﬂ increased ridership as wéT] as stringent cost controls

and efficiencies, Bernard said.
It is anticipated that the Board will hold a public hearing on the

proposed FY 1984/85 budget.in early June 1984, with planned adoption being
éomp1eted before the close of the current fiscal year, which ends.June 30,

BART BOARD OF DIRECTORS ADOPTS PRELIMINARY OPERATING BUDGET
FOR FISCAL YEAR 1984/85

At its regular meeting held today, Thursday, April 26, 1984, the BART Board
of Directors adopted a preliminary operating budget totaling $149.7 million for
-the fiscal year 1984/85, which is only 4.5 percent higher than the current budget.

The BART Board has set June 7, 1984, as the date for a public hearing to
seek public comment on the District's proposed operating budget for the coming

year which begins July 1, 1984. A pamphlet outlining BART's FY 1984/85 budget
will be available on May 23, 1984, from the District Secretary's Office or Public
Affairs Office in the Lake Merritt Administration Building, 800 Madison Street,
in downtown Oakland.

BART's preliminary operating budget reflects an approximate 4.5 percent increase
over the current budget of $142.8 million and is designed to support BART's goals and
objectives for the coming fiscal year. '

Included in the BART budget for the coming year is the addition of two peak-hour
trains, one on the Concord/Daly City line and another on the Fremont/Richmond 1ine. ‘
The BART budget contains an item which sets aside $2 million each year for parking
facilities at various stations around the system in order to more quickly address
the access to the system.

The preliminary BART FY 1984/85 budget was reviewed and discussed by the BART

Board of Directors on Thursday, April 26, and contains increases for labor costs,

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BART Express Buses, operating power costs, non-labor costs and improved coordina-
tion between BART and AC Transit regarding connecting services. The largest
increase, $3.9 million, is éxpected in net labor costs, due in part to contractual
wage and salary increases and increased costs of fringe benefits, plus an increase
in the number of BART employees which is expected to grow by 42 positions. These
new positions will be required to support the expanded Tevel of service, which

Anticipated power costs will ihcrease by 3.7 percent to $17.8 million in-
cluding $227,500 for the p]aﬁned service increase.

While the adopted preliminary budget reflects a fiscal shortfall of $1.2
million, this is é vast improvement over the current yeaf's budget which Qhen
adopted in June of 1983 anticipated a shortfall of $6.1 million. According to
BART's General Manager Keith Bernard, the anticipated fiscal shortfall will be
made up through increased ridership as well as stringent cost controls and
efficiencies. |

SUNDAY, May 20 - RACE DAY

The tradition continues, as BART will again operate sixteen "Bay to Breaker
Specials" on Sunday, May 20, from eight East Bay BART stations and two BART stations
on the San Francisco Tine to the Embarcadero BART Station in San Francisco. This

is two more trains and from three more stations than last year.

The ten "Official Bay to Breakers BART Stations" that will open earlier than usual
on Sunday, May 20, for the Bay to Breakers special train service are: Fremont, Hayward,
Oakland West, E1 Cerrito Del Norte, North Berkeley, MacArthur, Pleasant Hill, Lafayette,
Daly City and Glen Park. These stations will open 45 minutes prior to the departure
of the first train from each station.

BART BOARD MOVES AHEAD ON DALY CITY TURNBACK AND YARD PROJECT

BART's Daly City Turnback and Yard Project on Thursday, May 3, 1984.took a
major step forward when the BART Board of Directors approved a three-year proposal
which permits the system's General Manager, Keith Bernard, to retain the services
of a construction management consultant in order to manage the 27 separate contracts
needed to construct the project.

Bernard said, "This project is critical to BART's overall improvement program
to meet current and future growth demands. The system's present daily ridership
is about 205,000 and is expected to reach about 270,000 a day by 1989."

The 5a1y City Turnback and Yard Project, estimated to cost nearly $150 million,
is a major element of BART's capital improvement program designed to nearly double
the passenger capacity of the present system and permit the operation of up to 75
trains. Currently the highest number of trains that can be operated at one time
is 49.

The Daly City project consists of two major construction programs, the turnback
facility and a storage maintenance yard. The turnback consists of three tracks
7,000 feet each, extending from the Daly City BART station south to the edge of
Colma and is expected to be operable in late 1986. The Daly City storage yard will

be similar to the East Bay yards and will have the capacity for storing 165 BART cars.

more
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Currently, due to switching and dispatch constraints at the Daly City BART
station, the time between trains is limited to three and three quarters (3.75)
minutes. The new turnback facility will ultimately allow trains to turn back
for service at the rate of two and one quarter (2.25) minutes. Presently these
trains are turned around in the station area. The storage and maintenance facility
will provide train storage capacity to accommodate the extra morning peak-hour trains
for later dispatching during the evening commute period. This storage capacity will
also save electrical power and car hours by eliminating the need to "deadhead" trains
during revenue service. In addition, late evening trains could be stored in the West
Bay, eliminating the need to return to East Bay yards at the end of each revenue day.

While funding of the turnback facility is nearly complete, BART is continuing
to seek federal funding for the storage and maintenance facility. It is expected
that the construction management consultant will eliminate the need to hire addi-
tional staff persons on the Daly City project, which is expected to be completed
within three years. Cost of the proposed contract for these professional services
is estimated to be between $3.5 to $4 million over the three-year period.

The meeting 1is
scheduled to begin at 9 a.m. and will be held in the BART Board of Directors room on
the first floor of the District's Administration Building, 800 Madision Street, Oakland,
directly above the Lake Merritt BART Station.

Pryor po{nted out that BART's Five Year Plan, known as the Short Range Transit
Plan (SRTP), is a éocument which is updated annually and contains three chapters. The
first identifies key issues and assumptions either carried over from other years of
nlanning or those which have emerged more recently. These issues, among others, are
future patronage demands, adequate .capacity, extensiions, maintenance requirements and
BART Express bus service effectiveness and productivity. Chapter Two incorporates
these issues and assumptions and provides performance evaluation and planned improve-
ment criteria and guidelines. Chapter Three covers BART's financial planning to
support these capital and operating improvements for the years 1984 through 1989.

An added element in the appendices of this year's Five Year Plan is BART's
Maintenance Program and the transit district's Productivity Improvement Program for
the coming fiscal year.

Pryor also stated that the 1984-1989 SRTP provides the information needed in
order to assist the members of the BART Board of Directors in the establishment of
District policy dealing with BART's operating performance.

BIANCO REPORTS ON PITTSBURG-ANTIOCH EXTENSION

Nello Bianco, Vice-President of the BART Board of Directors and a

BART Director from Richmond issued a statement today in which he

(‘ reported that major progress has been made in acquiring property along
the adopted preferred alignment of the planned Pittsburg-Antioch
Extension which could be used as possible station sites in the future.

"In February of last year," Bianco stated, "“the BART Board of

Directors approved.a $9 million property acquisition program which would
provide funds needed for the purchase of property for poss%b1e future
BART Station sites. This funding program identified station sites and -
certain limited rights-of-way needed for BART extensions in both Céntra
Costa and Alameda Counties.,

"The Pittsburg-Antioch BART Extension, into Eastern Contra Costa

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County, to date has been the principal beneficiary of this property
acquisition program. More land has been acquired or is in the process
of being acquired for a possible future BART extension into this area
than for any other proposed BART extension," Bianco reported.

In answer to tcharges that BART is balking at promises, Bianco
replied, "Those public officials who have stated and repeated the
charges that BART is not keeping its promises to extend the rail system
are doing BART and the taxpayers and voters of this District a great
disservice. If funds were available, not only would BART be buying
property, but we would be laying down rail for the extension to Eastern
Contra Costa County and other areas where extensions are planned,
Funding has been limited by the Metropolitan Transportation Commission
and by ever reducing support from the Federal and State'Governments. To
blame BART, singularly and exclusively, for what politicians perceive as
our unwillingness to expand our lines of service is totally :
unacceptable,"

Bianco went on to explain that two of the Pittsburg-Antioch
Extension station sites are included as first priority in the land
acquisition program and two others are part of the second priority.

“BART has acquired 1.1 acres of the 5 acre site which will be used

as a 'Park & Ride' lot at the site of the future West Pittsburg Station

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at the intersection Qleailey Road and Highway 4. Negotiations are
presently underway to purchase’the additional 3;9 acres needed for that
- project and the balance.of the property nacesssary-for—a- future--station--
site. The 'Park & Ride' lot at West Pittsburg is being designed to
accommodate 202 automobiles. ‘
“Recently BART purchased approximately 4.5 acres of land at the
Hillcrest Ave. site in Antioch and an additional 1.2 acres are in the
process of being secured through the eminent domain process. This
property will be developed into a 205 parking space ‘Park and Ride'
lot. BART'Express Bus Service will then connect these parking lots with
service tolthé Concord BART Station," Bianco reported.
"Concerning certain property adjacent to the proposed Hillcrest
‘ Ave,, East 'Antioc'h Station site, there seems to be a great deal of
- confusion and it is necessary to clear the record at this time," Bianco
remarked.

He said, “"The policy which was adopted by the BART Board of
Directors in February, 1983 when they approved a $9 million property
aéduisition program, stated that the General Manager would take all
necessary steps fo arrive at a mutually agreeable purchase price with
'willing sellers'. The term 'willing sellers' is crucial to
understanding the confusion surrounding the acquisition of property by

‘BART.

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"The owners of the 15,27 acre almond orchard, have stated to BART
representatives in no uncertain terms that they do not wish to sell this
property. From newspaper stories we now learn that these ‘unwilling
sellers' have now allegedly expressed their interest in selling to BART,
but they have not come to BART to expregs this interest.

"The future of BART is very bright. In just about 12 very short
years we have created a rapid rail transit system that is the model and
envy of the entire world. The collective wisdom of the BART pioneers
and the taxpayers who made BART possible has brought us to a point
unequalled in the public transit industry.

“So when I read or learn of local politicans who decide that BART is
the 'target-for the day' without checking with us, it just is not
proper. The people whom I represent on the BART Board of Directors know
that I am dedicated to extension of BART to Eastern Contra Costa County,
when funding is available, and that.this dedication is.constant and

unwavering," Bianco concluded,

1984 BART "BAY TO BREAKERS SPECTAL TRAINS" CARRY RECORD NUMBER OF RUNNERS AND ROQTERS

On Sunday, May 20, about 16,000 trips were made by "Bay to Breakers" runners and
rooters who rode the 14 special "Bay to Breakers" BART trains into the Embarcadero BART
Station, which is located about three blocks from the start of the 73rd gigantic foot
race in San Francisco. These trips represented an increase of about 2,500 additional
or 16 percent over total trips generated in 1983 for the same event.

While BART's regular Sunday revenue service does not start until 9 a.m., for the

. third year BART opened stations early throughout the system, so as to accommodate both
runners and rooters for the annual world famous San Francisco race. BART operated 14
special trains through 11 stations on both sides of the San Francisco Bay. The special
train serv%ce terminated in the Embarcadero Station in San Francisco. The special
train service began at various times between 6:00 a.m. and 7:30 a.m. with trains
arriving and departing every 15 minutes from the following BART Stations: Daly City,
Glen Park, North Berkeley, MacArthur, Fremont, Hayward, Lafayette, Pleasant Hill,

E1 Cerrito Del Norte and Oakland West. When the last special train departed an
"Official Bay to Breakers BART Station," it was closed and did not reopen until 9 a.m.
when regular revenue Sunday service began.

While there were appoximately 13,500 trips made on the special trains in 1983, the
increase to over 16,000 trips this year was credited to the opening of two additional
BART stations and an increased number of trains from 10 to 14. Also, there was an

.} expanded marketing program in operation this year through the use of station banners

and passenger bulletins which were distributed at all BART stations.

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A group of BART employees planning to participate in the race met at the Embarcadero
Station where they received special promotional T-Shirts. Included in this group was
Pete Avalos, who works at BART's Oakland Shops, and who will carry the Qlympic Torch for
one kilometer in Oakland, California on its way to the 23rd Olympic Games in Los Angeles.
An ad hoc committee of BART employees joined together to raise the $3,000 needed to
sponsor the one kilometer in the nationwide Olympic Torch Relay through personal
solicitations among friends. Avalos, who in 1983 underwent quadruple bypass heart
surgery, raised the most money thereby garnering for himself the honor of carrying the
torch.

The success of the 1984 BART "Bay to Breakers" Special Train Service has virtually
assured that the special will be offered again next year for the 74th Annual "Bay to

MAINTENANCE PLANNING - A MAJOR KEY TO BART SUCCESS

With a projected daily ridership of 285,000 by the end of the decade, providing
adequate capacity has emerged as the top priority facing the Bay Area Rapid Transit
District in the coming years.

Expansion of BART capacity is the goal of the District's Capital Improvement
Program, which is now well under way. Projects included in the Capital Improvement
Program are completion of a third trackway (KE Track) through downtown Oakland,
Transit Vehicle Fire Hardening, Central Train Monitoring Computer, C-Cars, New Vehicle
Automatic Train Control System (ATC), Primary Train Detection and Daly City Turnback.
Attainment of the increased capacity potential inherent in the BART system with the
completion of these projects depends upon their joint implementation. Lacking one
or more of these major componenets, the system will not be capable of performing at
the higher level of capacity that will be needed to meet demand.

The completion of BART's Capital Improvement Program will mean that by the end
of the decade the transit distric;'s total fleet size will increase from the present

440 cars to 590 cars. Operationally, BART plans to increase its maximum number of

trains on the system during peak hours from the present 43 to 74. Basic route
train intervals will decrease from 15 minutes to 10 minutes by 1990, and minimum

scheduled headways will decrease from 3.75 minutes to 2.15 minutes.

(MORE)
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Research indicates that ridership tends to be more responsive towards changes
in service quality than in fares. On this premise, continued growth of BART rider-
ship will depend heavily on the extent to which service quality can be maintained
and improved. Scheduling more trains on the system will alter the current operating
environment; it will be essential to maintain system reliability while implementing
capacity improvements. As Tong as BART service is perceived to be practical,
economical and reliable, a solid base of frequent users can be expected.

A key component to the success of current and improved service is a strong
maintenance approach. In late 1976 BART implemented a new Maintenance and Engineering
philosophy from which a new Maintenance Plan evolved. According to Richard Demko,
Executive Manager, Maintenance and Engineering, the philosophy is parallel to the
maintenance philosophy followed by the airiine industry, but unique in the public
transit industry. Basically, for the three maintenance departments Engineering
sets the criteria and Maintenance performs the work using Engineering provided documents.
Inspection, at predetermined times, ensures that Maintenance is performing to :
Engineering criteria, and finally there is no appeal beyond Engineering. This tried
and proven philosophy will remain in effect during the next six years while BART 1is
increasing its capacity.

BART's reliability improvement program and its well established preventative
maintenance program have greatly assisted in improving service quality dramatically
over the past six years. Whereas train on-time performance averaged well below
50 percent prior to FY 1978/79, today's level is slightly above 95 percent. In
the same time period, the percentage of scheduled train dispatches completed
increased from 86 percent to 99 percent, while the rate for passenger offloads

was reduced by 50 percent.

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One of the objectives of BART over the next six years is to maintain current
reliability objectives while increasing the number of trains in service. Part of
the maintenqnce approach calls for a policy of "non-deferred maintenance." According
to Demko, there are specific, well defined standards of quality and minimum levels
of acceptability in regard te equipment availability. "Cars not meeting the minimum
level of quality standards will not be put on Tine," Demko said. He said that while
this policy may sporadicaj]y affect service in terms of reducing car or train
availability, in the loeng fun'the pelicy remains soﬁnd‘bECause it reduces major
repair and maintenance work and reduces operational costs.

Demko ﬁdentifiedAthree’key elements of the maintenance program that will help
achieve the goals established in maintaining system capacity: the District's
"Maintenance and Reliability Information System," (MARIS); Time Control; and
improvement of the Automatic Train Control system, by installation of a second
generation Automati; Train Operation (ATO) system.

BART first began its computerized maintenance information system in 1976. That
system has evolved into the present, more refined system. called MARIS. The purpose
of MARIS is to enhance the tracking and maintainability of BART transﬁt‘thic]es and
wayside equipment by providing a variety of services. These services finclude:

1) Tracks fleet status which relates to transit vehicle availability and provides
train consist information. 2) Reports failure and reliability statistics which aid
in determining appropriate time intervals for preventative maintenance of transit
vehicles and wayside gquipment. 3) Aids in scheduling and expediting repairs and
preventative maintenance of transit vehicles and wayside equipment. 4) Gives
diagnostic aid and pre-staging assistance for maintenance functions by furnishing
related transit vehicle history, including a 1list of tracked maintenance and
modified items. 5) For ‘the secondary repair shops, ‘tracks compenents through the
repair cycle to expedite repair by priority of need and to aid in fimplementing

modifications. 6) Identifies components which may need engineering attention.

. (MORE)
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7) Furnishes BART Maintenance and Engineering with failure trend data and exception’

(‘ reports to assist in 1'mp?oving maintainability of transit vehicles and wayside equipment.

While BART's fleet size will increase more than 34 percent, its number of
maintenance workers will only increase .20 percent. With more cars but proportionally
fewer workers, maintaining time controls for work on transit cars will play a
key role in meeting the District's transit car availability objectives over the
coming years. A unique outgrowth of the MARIS system that directly relates to
allocating and controlling time spent on transit car maintenance is the ability
to predict car failure. Demko noted that a majer problem in maintaining fleet
availability has been the occurrence of unscheduled maintenance work for cars that fail
while in revenue service. Time spent performing this type of repair work impacts on
time allocated to ‘perform routine maintenance and preventative maintenance on transit
cars. By having MARIS data on car history, in terms of type or cause and frequency
of vehicle failure, maintenance staff will be better ahle to schedule preventative
maintenance work. The objective will be to minimize the occurrence of unscheduled
car removals from revenue service by "fixing the problem before it occurs,” said
Demko. |

Failure of the BART car's Automatic Train Operation (ATO) system is the number
one cause of unscheduled train removal from revenue service. The Automatic
Train Operation (ATO) units on BART A (or lead) cars are approaching the end of
their useful lives. These units will need to be replaced to allow for the phasing
in of higher frequency train operations while maintaining service reliability.
The New Vehicle ATO system is expected to substantially reduce equipment failure rates,
and through the use of built-in operational redundancy, will reduce ATO-caused system
disrupting fai1urés by a factor of 25 to 1. This system will be installed in all

new C-Cars, and will also be retrofitted into all existina A-Cats.

and chairs the Board's Administration Committee, said she wants to see more

frequency of midday as well as peak period service from various community
neighborhoods along the BART 1ine to BART stations.

"As an example, I would 1ike to see some additional feeder service linking
Alameda up with BART. Alameda has been all but cut off from BART over the years
and I believe the demand is there," Pryor said.

She said that while details of costs and services have not yet been worked
out, it would be worth it to purchase additional bus service from AC Transit for
some areas with high ridership potential where feeder service may now be minimal.

Pryor said she did not think any new service would be in place before the
fall of this year.

BART President_Shartsis underscored the guideline that any purchase of service
from AC Transit had to benefit BART. "If such purchase of service helps AC Transit

strengthen its budget performance, so much the better," Shartsis said.

"But," he cautioned, "BART cannot be in the role of a financial bail-out agency.

We are very optimistic that BART and AC Transit's efforts to develop new service
connections which will benefit the riding public will be fruitful."

Shartsis said: "I believe that our new arrangements with AC Transit may be the
most important breakthrough in transportation services in the Bay Area this year.
Hopefully this new coordination will become a model for such improvements with
other operators whose services interact with BART."

Also, there is an item which sets asiqe $2 million each year for
parking facilities at various stations around the systém in order to more adequately
address the access to the BART system.

BART and other transit agencies operate the discount card program, which
enables seniors and disabled persons to ride Bay Area public transit at reduced
fares. Under federal law, the disabled discount program is available to individuals
who have a "physical or menta} impairment which substantially 1imits one or more
major 1ife activities.” |

The transit properties propose to modify application procedures and eligibility
requirements for obtaining the discount card. Included in the proposed changes is a
fee for new and replacement cards. Under the present program there is no charge for
the discount card. Other changes would place stricter limitations of those authorized
to certify discount card applications, and would reduce the length of time cards are
valid.

BART BOARD ADOPTS A $149.7 MILLION BUDGET

The BART Board of Directors, on Thursday, June 21, adopted a $149.7
miltion budget for the coming fiscal year, which begins on July 1, 1984, and
ends on June 30, 1985.

BART General Manager Keith Bernard noted that the new budget represents
about a 4.5 percent increase over the current year's budget of $142.8 million
and contains a $3.3 million unfunded deficit. Bernard said the new budget is
designed to meet the BART Board's adopted goals and objectives for the coming
year and it is expected the unfunded portion will be made up during the course
of the year through stringent cost controls, efficiencies, and ridership growth.

Included in the adopted BART FY 1984/85 operating budget is the expected
addition this fall of two peak-hour trains, one on the Concord/Daly City line
and another on the Fremont/Daly City line. Also, Bernard noted that $2 million
would be set aside each year for parking facilities at various stations around
the system in order to accelerate BART's program to improve access to the system.

The BART budget was reviewed and recommended for adoption by the BART Board's
Administration Committee, chaired by Margaret Pryor, BART Director of Oakland,
and first received by the full BART Board on April 27, 1984. A public hearing

was held on Jdune 7.

- MORE -
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The BART ‘FY 1984/85 budget contains increases for labor costs, BART
Express Buses,. operating power costs, and non-labor costs. The largest in-
crease, $3.9 million, is expected 1in net labor costs due in part to contractual
wage and salary increases and increased costs of fringe benefits, plus an in-

crease of .41 BART positions. These new positions will be needed to support

the expanded level of service, added cash handling staff, and maintenance

personnel in anticipation of the arrival of the new C-Cars.

It is anticipated power costs will increase by 3.7 percen% to $17.8 million,
including $227,500 for the planned service increase.

In addition to the opératihg budget, and earmarking money for more parking,
BART has also set aside funds for capital projects, which includes $2 million

to purchase rights-of-way for future extensions.

237,000 people rode the system. The transit system's previous record for a
single day was’April 13, 1984, when 222,000 took BART trains, while the average
has been running around 210,000.

Officials of the transit district attribute much of the surge in patronage to

N

various activities associated with the Democratic Convention.
. According to BART officials, patronage began climbing on Friday, with better
(&:than 221,000, aind on Saturday, which normally runs about 76,000, ridership reached
94,454 ; while Sunday also saw an all-time record broken when 77,434 rode the system.
Sundays are normally about 43,000.

More of the system's usage Monday occurred during the off-peak and evening
periods, when 53.1 percent of the riders took-trains. On an average weekday, more
people--about 51 percent--ride during the peak periods.

During the ‘convention, BART has added more cars to midday and evening trains

to accommodate the demand.

BART'S DALY CITY PROJECT GETS NOD FROM FEDERAL AGENCY

BART General Manager Keith Bernard announced today that BART has received
a "letter of no prejudice” from the Washington, D.C. offices of the Urban Mass
Transportation Administration (UMTA), signed by Ralph L. Stanley, UMTA Administrator,
which permits BART to incur costs to match up to $56 million dollars on its Daly
City Turnback and Serramonte Yard projects without prejudice to future federal aid.

Bernard said, "BART is very pleased with the recognition given to BART's capital

-improvement program by UMTA Administrator Ralph L. Stanley through the issuance of

this letter of no prejudice on the Daly City facility. This letter is critical to
the construction of this project, a major element %n BART's 5-year $500 million
capital improvement program, which is designed to meet BART's current and future
patronage demands. Today BART {s carrying about 205,000 riders daily, and by 1989
we expect to reach 270,000 riders a day."

0f the $150 million anticipated cost of the BART Daly City project, $33.3 million
has been funded through grants received from the federal government totaling $10.1
million; from the State of California totaling $12.1 million; and from the Métropo]itan
Transportation Commission, $434,000. BART has allocated $12.9 million from its
capital improvement fund.

Bernard notea that the letter of no prejudice clearly states that the authoriza-
tion carries no legal federal commitment to the project, but it does permit BART to
jmmediately contract for the work which is part of this very important service ex-

pansion project.

The Daly City Turnback and yard project is a major element of BART's
capital improvement program designed to nearly double the passenger capacity
of the present system and permit the operation of up to 75 trains. Currently,
the highest number of trains that can be operated at one time is 49.

The Daly City project consists of the construction of two facilities, the
turnback and the storage yard. The turnback consists of threg tracks 7,000 feet
each, extending from the Daly City BART Station south to the edge of Colma. The
Daly City storage yard will be similar to the east bay yards, and will have the
capacity for storing 165 BART cars.

Currently, due to switching and dispatch constraints at the Daly City BART
Station, the time between trains is limited to .three and three quarters (3.75)
minutes. The new turnback facility and other elements of BART's capital improve-
ment program will ultimately allow trains to turn back for service at the rate of
two and one quarter (2.25) minutes. Presently, these trains are turned around in
the station area. The storage facility will provide train storage capacity to
accommodate the extra morning peak-hour trains for Tater dispatching during the
evening commute period. This storage capacity will also save electrical power
and car hours by eliminating the need to "deadhead" trains during revenue service.
In addition, late evening trains could be stored in the west bay, eliminating the
need to return to east bay yards at the end of each day.

Since funding is not yet complete, BART is continuing to seek $60 million
in federal, state and local funding for the Daly City Turnback and Serramonte
storage yard. It is expected that a construct#on management consultant will be
retained to administer the 27 contracts needed to build the project.

Completion of the entire Daly City project is expected by the Spring of 1988,

UMTA RELEASES $16 MILLION IN GRANT FUNDS TO BART

BART was officially notified today, Friday, August 24, 1984, that the federal
government has made available $16 million in federal funds representing 80 percent
of the cost of certain elements of the Daly City Turnback and Serramonte Storage
Yard, improvements and expansion of parking lots at several BART stations, and
for modification of BART car propulsion motors.

At a press conference he]&-today at the 12th Stréef-Oak1and City Center BAﬁT
Station, downtown QOakland, Alfred A. DelliBovi, Deputy Administrator of the U.S.
Urban Mass Transportation Administration (UMTA), announced that $15,970,000 in
federal funds has been released to BART. According to DelliBovi, these funds will
be used for several very significant BART projects, the mest important being
$12.2 million which will be used to fund a portion of the construction cost of
the Daly City Turnback and for preliminary engineering and design work
on the Serramonte Storage Yard, the BART facility being built just south of the
Daly City BART Station.

The Daly City Turnback is a new off Tine turnback which will allow trains to
run at closer headways, thereby permitting more trains to be operated on the system
at one time. The alignment and Tocation of the Daly City Turnback has been approved
by the BART Board of Directors. Engineering and construction work as well as land
acquisition is under way. It is expected the turnback will be ready for operation

in mid-1987.

- MORE -
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Construction of the Serramonte Storage Yard will mean BARI trains will no
}onger be returned empty to East Bay storage yards following the morning and
afternoon commute rush hours. The capability to store trains at line-end in the
West Bay will mean major savings in poﬁer costs to BART. Completion of the
Serramonte Storage Yard is expected in Tate 1987, however federal funds for
construction of this project arenot yet finalized. Cost for both the Daly City
Turnback and Serramonte Storage Yard is expected to be about $150 million, 80 per-
cent of which is anticipated to be federally funded.

Improvements to several BART station parking Tots will be covered by more than
$3 million of the approximately $16 million federal funds delivered by DelliBovi.
These improvements include the continuing program of redesigning and re-striping
existing BART station parking lots at E1 Cerrito Del Norte, Concord, South Hayward,
Bay Fair, Lafayette and Fruitvale stations.

The federal funds released today will also be used to fund part of the construc-
tion costs for a new parking Tot near the South Hayward BART Station, which will
increase the number of parking spaces at this station by about 150, bringing the
parking capacity at South Hayward to 1,234.

At the Frémont BART Station, a portion of this grant will be used to pave
the existing BART parking lot on Mowry Avenue and to provide a roadway connecting
this Tot with the present parking lot east of the Fremont Station. This lot is
presently a gravel covered Tot and provides parking space for nearly 900 vehicles.
Parking is available at the Fremont Station for 1,942 cars.

Included in the funds to improve parking at BART stations are funds which will
be used at the Walnut Creek Station to partially cover the cost of design and eng=
ineering of a tﬁree-stohy, four Tevel, 1220-space parking structure over the

existing parking Tot between the station and freeway 680. It is anticipated this

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structure could be ready for use. in 1988, if additional federal funding is

made available.
Included in the UMTA‘funding package announced today is $768,000 to be used
to fund 80 percent of the cost of the last phase of BART's five-year motor '

rewind project to improve the operational reliability of the system's propulsion

motors. The total cost of rewinding 240 BART propulsion motors is $960,000.

This will comp]gte the project of rewinding all of BART's 1,855 propulsion motors.
In order to meet BART's projected demands for increased ridership, which is

expected to reéch 265,000 daily by the end of 1985, BART has presently under way

. major capital improvement programs totaling $525 million, which includes the cost

of the Daly City Turnback and Serramonte Storage Yard.
C-CAR PROJECT

Included in this program is the purchase of 150 new transit vehicles known as
the "C-Car," at an anticipated cost, including escalation, of about $279 million.
The four prototybes of the new C-Car, which were designed by BART engineers, are
expected to be delivered in March 1985. These cars will then undergo extensive
testing, following which the first 56 production cars are expected to be delivered
Tate in June 1986.

While the basic aluminum shell and initial electrical system will be manufac-
tured and_insta11ed in France by SOFERVAL, the successful bidder, final assembly
of the new BART cars will be done in the Bay Area. Cost of the final assembly of
the C-Car will constitute at least 25 percent of the total project cost. More
than 65 percent of the total project cost is expected to be used for American
'manufactured equipment and components.

Funding for the C-Cars will come from several sources. BART in 1982 issued

$65 million in revenue bonds, all of which have been sold, also funds will

- MORE -
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come from BART's capital improvement fund and it is expected that BART
will receive approximately 49 percent of the new car project costs from the
federal government. Presently the project schedule calls for all 150 new
C-Cars to be delivered by May 1987.

INTEGRATED CONTROL SYSTEM (ICS)

BART's new Integrated Control System (ICS) will permit the operation of 75
trains on the system at one time, while the present central control computer.
1imits the number of on-line-trains to 49. The ICS will monitor the operation of
trains, including scheduling and train identification, and will cost approximately
$25.5 million. It is expected the ICS will be completed by late November 1984.
Final testing and acceptance of the ICS will require an‘additiona1 year, during
which time both the present and the new central computer system will be operated

in tandem in order to assure the safety and integrity of BART's train operation.

K-E TRACK

For the first time since BART's original construction, a mainline section
of track is being added to the system. Known as the K-E track, this 1.5 mile
connection through a third tunnel from Washington Street to 23rd Street, just
outside the MacArthur BART Statibn in downtown Oakland, is expected to be com-
pleted by December 1985.

The K-E track will allow disabled trains to be taken out of service, thereby

‘reducing the impact on regular train service. It may also function as an alternate

route, through the Oakland subway, where three lines of service converge, in-.case
a disabled train on the mainline track cannot be removed immediately. The K-E track
will provide additional storage space for trains during the off-peak hours and will
save power costs.

While the tunnels used for the K-E track were part of the system's original

construction, the K-E track project includes the completion of the passenger

c%ossover‘platforms at the 12th Street and 19th Street BART stations and all

‘trackage, wayside train.control, electrification and construction of street over-

passes between MacArthur Station and the Oakland subway.
Total cost of the K-E track is expected to be nearly $25 million, of which
BART expects to receive 80 percent.in federal grants.

WAYSIDE AUTOMATIC TRAIN CONTROL (ATC) SYSTEM

Another major BART capital improvement project is the modification of the
Wayéide (along the trackway) Automatic Train Control (ATC) system. This computer

system actually operates.the trains, as compared to the ICS which minitors,

"schedules and identifies. the trains. In order to reduce the time between

trains (headways), modification of this system is required. The total cost
of Wayside ATC modifications is expected to be about $20 million, and BART anti-

cipates that 80 percent of this cost will be federally funded.

VEHICLE FIRE HARDENING PROGRAM

One of the most significant of BART's capital improvement programs is the
Vehicle Fire Hardéning project. During the past five years, BART has taken major
steps to improve the fire safety and life ﬁ}otecting capability of its present
transit vehicle fleet. In October 1980, BART completed a major element of this
program by replacing all seats in the current fleet with a lTow-smoke neoprene
cushion covered with a 90 percent wool material at a cost of $5 million.

Ongoing ig a $20 million brogram thch includes extensive retrofitting of the
BART car liners, undercoating the cars, new floors (which have been tested to resist
fire for_30 minuies), and reinforcing other points under the ¢ar where heat and fire
might bé generated, with fire-safe and fire-retarding materials. The materials

being installed in this program will also be used in the C-Cars now in production.

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It is estimated that the cost of the vehicle fire hardening program
will be about $25 millionyi of which 80 percent will probably be in federal

BART'S TRANSBAY TUBE - THE 10-YEAR CONNECTION

BART this past month had something special to celebrate. The transit system
marked the first decade of service through it; Transbay Tube, the system's vita]' R
Tink between east bay communities and San Francisco, along with celebrating 12 years
since the first line opened for business.
Since first opening the tube for revenue service on September 16, 1974, more
than eight times the population of the State of California, or nearly 195,000,000
patrons, have made the 3.6-mi-le underwater trip. .Overall, 425,000,000 patrons have
\' been carried nearly 6 billion miles by BART trains since initial start-up
September 11, 1972. ¢
According to BART General Manager Keith Bernard, the tube, or the concept of
the tube, and the growing need to expand transit capability in the Oakland Bay Bridge
corridor was in fac£ at the heart of the genesis of tpe system.
Today, about-38 percent of transbay peak hour travel is handled by BART through
the tube.

FASCINATING HISTORY

The concept of an under-the-San Francisco Bay tube has been around for many
years. In October 1920, Major General George T. Goethals, the builder of the Panama
Canal, made pubTlic his proposal for building such an underwater tube "in order to
solve the acute transportation problems facing Sam Francisco and East Bay communities,"”
‘ as the story in a San Francisco newspaper stated at the time. The alignment of

Goethals' proposed tube is almost exactly the séme as BART's Transbay Tube.

( MORE )
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Twenty-seven years after Goethals' proposal was unveiled, a Joint‘Army—Navy
Commission in 1947 dissued a report recommending that an underwater tube be built
in order to relieve the automobile congestion, which was already occurring on %he
San Francisco-0akland Bay Bridge, after the bridge'had been 6pen for only ten yedrs.

The Joint Commission's proposal called for two bores to carry electric trains
going in each direction, as compared to Goethals' proposal, which envisioned a
two-Tevel tube to accommodate automobiles, trucks and trains. It must be remembered
that General Goethals' proposal was made before the bridge was a reality.

BART's Transbay Tube has been acknowledged the world over as one of‘history's

most outstanding civil engineering achievements. While stretching beneath the floor

of the San Francisco Bay, the tube has the capability of moving several inches hori-.

zontally and vertically, -thus absorbing any potential seismic activity. It is both
the longest and - at its maximum of 135 feet below the surface - the deepest vehic-
ular tube in the world in service today.

Actual construction began in the mid 1960s, some 45 years aftey General
Goethals' original proposal, and was completed in 1969. The tube is made up of
57 sections, each section averaging 330 feet in length. Using lasers from shore
positions, engineers were able to pinpoint the exact position required for the
tube's alignment and placement of each section, while divers helped
guide the section§ into position.

BUILDING FOR THE FUTURE

As BART moves into its 13th year of operation, it continues to build for the

future with emphasis on increased passenger capacity with the current operation, as

well as future extensions. Today BART carries approximately 210,000 per day and

County; from Fremont to Warm Springs in Southern Alameda County; and from Daly City

to the San Francisco Airport.

These project represent an aggregate of 35 miles of track at a projected cost
of about $1.5 bﬁﬂ]%on.

The extensions‘wi1i be most important as popu1ation and industry burgeon in the
outlying suburban communities of BART's service area.

BART"S PROPERTY TAX RATE CONTINUES TO DECREASE

For the fourth Consecutive y&aF the BART Board of Directors has lowered the
transit district's share of property taxes in the counties of Alameda, Contra Costa
aﬁd San Francisco.

At its August 30 meeting,J?%E—Board adopted a new property tax rate of 5.72 cents
(.0572 percent) per one hundred dollars of assessed valuation for the three counties
within the BART District. This represents a rate reduction of .45 cents from the

(‘ 1983/84 fiscal year's rate of 6.17 cents (.0617 percent).

On the basis of the total valuation figures supplied by the three counties,
the Tower rate will raise $52,000,000 to provide for the‘transit district's General
Obligation Bonds debt service for fiscal year 1984/85.

AC TRANSIT & BART SIGN PURCHASE OF SERVICE AGREEMENT -
A NEW ERA IN BAY AREA PUBLIC TRANSIT

On Thursday, September 6, 1984, the general managers of AC Transit and BART signed
the $11.2 million-purchase of services agreement which has been hailed as the beginning
of a "new era" in public mass transit service in the San Francisco Bay area.

The agreement calls for the start-up of nine new AC Transit feeder bus lines to
BART stations, the continuation of the BART Express Bus service, and modification

‘ of the routes during commute hours of certain AC Transit transbay lines. To facilitate
this new service agreement, AC Transit will implement a new, transfer policy between
BART and AC Transit.

At the agreement signing ceremony, held aboard one of the new blue BART Express
buées on Thursday, September 6, 1984, at 10:30 a.m., Keith Bernard, BART's General
Manager, and AC Transit's General Manager L.A. Kimball placed into motion a series
of broad-based changes designed to improve the interfacing between AC transit buses
and BART trains.

BART President Arthur Shartsis called the new agreement one which will serve to
enhance the service to patrons of both public mass transit agencies.

Ray Rinehart, President of the AC Transit Board of Directors, noted that the
agreement will take both of the major transit systems jnto a new era of cooperation.

The new service will start on Sunday, September 9, 1984.

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The new agreement signed today includes $8.1 million for the continuation of the
BART Express Bus service, which has been in operation since 1974, and provides bus
connections with BART stations to those outlying areas not served by BART trains.

BART Express Buses serve Hercules and Pinole with connections at E1 Cerrito
Del Norte Station; Martinez, Pittsburg, Antioch, Oakley, and Brentwood with connections
at Concord Station; Castro Valley, Danville and Alamo with Walnut Creek Station.
Livermore, Pleasanton and Dublin are served with connections to both the Bay Fair and
Hayward BART Stations. No changes ‘in services or schedules of the BART Express Buses
are anticipated at this time.

The BART/AC purchase of services agreement calls for $3.1 million to cover the cost
of nine new local bus lines and feeder service routes to bring AC Transit patrons direct-
ly to BART stations auring the non-commute hours, as well as all eleven of the evening
service routes, which AC Transit had previously proposed to eliminate.

Following are the details of the local and feeder service routes BART has pur-
chased from AC Transit:

Line 10 --Hoffman Blvd. Industrial Area -- A new commute-hour shuttle designed to

Tink BART train service with industrial areas along Hoffman Boulevard in Richmond
with buses operating every 15 minutes during peak-commute hours from E1 Cerrito Plaza
to E1 Cerrito Del Norte BART stations.

Line 39 - Pjerce Street --A new off-peak shuttle will tink the E1 Cerrito Plaza

BART Station with UC Village in Albany via Pierce Street, with bus schedules coordinated
to meet BART trains.

Line 62 - West Alameda -- A new midday shuttle service between Ballena Bay in

Alameda and the Lake Merritt BART Station with schedules timed to meet BART train service,

This new midday route also links the College of Alameda and Laney College.

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Lines 86C & 86S - Hayward Industrial Park - These are two new lines in

addition to Line 86 bus service 1linking the Hayward BART Station with industrial

areas of western Hayward. Line 86C is operated during commute hours at 30-minute
intervals via West Winton Avenue to Cabot Blvd. and Depot Road. Line 86-S is a

midday (10 a.m. to 3 p.m.) shuttle service with buses every 30 minutes, connécting

West Winton and Southland Shopping Center with Hayward BART Station and the City Center
complex.

Route B (B2) - Trestle Glen - The San Francisco-Grand Avenue line will operate

to San Francisco only during peak commute hours. During the off-peak, a new local
feeder service between the Trestle Glen area and Lakeshore Avenue corridor will
operate with service to the 19th Street BART Station. Transfers can be made to the
AC Transit transbay Tines K and N at Lake Park and Lakeshore avenues.

Route C (C2) - Piedmont area - The Sam Francisco-Piedmont commute hour service

will remain unchanged. During off-peak hours, weekdays and weekends, the new Line (2
shuttle service will be operated between the Piedmont area and the MacArthur BART
Station, continuing to San Pablo Avenue for transbay bus connections. Buses will
operate every 15 minutes in the midday and 40 minutes between buses at night and on
weekends. Service on this Tine is scheduled to coordinate with BART train schedule.

Route E (E2) - Rockridge and Claremont area - The San Francisco-Claremont Avenue

commute hour service will remain unchanged. During the off-peak, Line E2 buses will
provide connecting shuttle service via Claremont Avenue to the MacArthur and the

Rockridge BART stations.

7th Street, 14th Street and Grand Avenue. Buses will arrive every 30 minutes between
7 p.m. and midnight, and will serve the 12th Street, 19th Street and Oakland West
BART stations.

Line 14 - East and West Oakland - This evening service operates between east

Oakland and west Oakland via Adeline Street, and downtown to 35th Avenue. Buses
arrive every 45 minutes between 7:15 p.m. and 1:15 a.m. and will serve the Lake
Merritt, 12th Street and MacArthur BART stations.

Line 56 - Seminary-Mountain Blvd. - This service will operate in the Seminary-

Mountain Boulevard-90th Avenue area between 6 p.m. and midnight, with buses arriving
every 40 minutes, and will serve the Coliseum BART Station.

Line 59/76 - Montclair-Oakland area - This evening service operates via Piedmont

and Broadway Terrace. Buses arrive every 60 minutes between 7 p.m. and 9 p.m., with
service to the 12th and 19th Street BART stations.

NEW TRANSFER
To facilitate the improved connecting service with BART, AC Transit will intro-
duce a new transfer and a new lower transfer charge during non-commute periods,
beginning September 9. The new two-part transfer will allow patrons to travel both

away from BART and to return to BART at a discount fare. During peak commute hours,

6 a.m. to 9 a.m. and 4 p.m. to 7 p.m. weekdays, the fare in each direction will be

45¢ for adults, 20¢ for youth, and 10¢ for seniors and certified handicapped riders.
At all other times, the fare in each direction will be 25¢ for adults, 20¢ for youth,
and 10¢ for seniors and handicapped.

The new two-part transfer will be available from the transfer machines inside
the BART station. When boarding the AC Transit bus, the driver will keep the BART TO
BUS portion of the transfer. The BUS TO BART portion will be returned to the rider
for his/her return trip. This portjon is only valid 72 hours from the time of
issuance. The expiration date/time is imprinted on Fhe transfer. The patron will
pay the appropriate fare for each portion of the trip. A sign on the bus farebox

will tell the adult patron which fare, peak or off-peak, is required when boarding

the bus.

Bus drivers carry no change, therefore, patrons are required to carry exact
change. |

At Union City, since AC Transit and the Union City Transit buses serve the Union
City BART Station, the new two-part transfer on either system will be honored by the
Union City Transit Agency, with the payment of a 25¢ transfer fee to the bus driver

away from the station at all times. If the patron wishes to use AC Transit for a

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return trip to the BART station, the fare will be either 25¢ in off-peak hours or
45¢ during the pegk hours. The new transfer is not Qsab]e on the BUS TO BART
segment of Union City Transit lines.

At Fremont Station, which is served by the Santa Clara County Transportation
Agency, the two-part transfer will be used in the same way the original one-part
transfer was used. Patrons will surrender the transfer to the Santa Clara County
Transit bus driver and pay the 40¢ transfer fee. The BUS TO BART portion of the
two=part transfer will not be accepted by Santa Clara County Transit for trips
to the Fremont BART Station.

The free transfer policy from BART stations to BART Express Buses will not be

changed.

BART Board President Arthur J. Shartsis, at today's (Thursday, September 6)
Board of Directors' meeting, took time out to pay tribute to three BART patrons
for a special act of heroism.

The three patrons, Clifford Davis of Rodeo; Allen Dorsey, Richmond; and Dennis
Hawkins of Richmond, were publicly commended by Shartsis for possibly saving the
1ife of a three-year-old boy and his mother at BART's ET Cerrito Del Norte Station.
The incident occurred this past Tuesday, September 4, at approximately 6 p.m. The
three patrons, at some risk to themselves, went down into the trackway and pulled
the woman and her three-year-old son out and back onto the platform.’

According to witnesses, the woman climbed down onto the trackway and placed
her son on top of the third rail coverboard. The third rail is energized with
1,000 volts dc, and provides power for the trains. The three patrons, when they
saw what was happening, jumped down into the trackway and as fast as possible got
the woman and her son out, and then stayed with them until BART police arrived.

"We very much appreciate the assistance of the three patrons in preventing
what could havé been a }ea1 tragedy," Shartsis said.

He said this was a great example of peopie getting involved and is the kind
of unselfish, caring act that should be recognized. He added that he plans to
send each of them a special letter of commendation.

Now BART patrons using the_Berke1ey BART Station will ‘have the opportunity to
see a demonstration of the “Hon‘FoldEr," the world's smallest folding bicycle.
According to Henfy Hon, Sales Manager of Hon U.S.A., "The 'Hon Folder' will be
on display from Z‘p.m. to 6 p.m., Monday through Friday, and on Saturdays from
3 p'm. to 5 p.m."

In September, Hén U.S.A., manufacturers and distributors for the Hon Flyer was
given permission by BART to use the Embarcadero BART Station for a limited special
demonstration project to display and make available to BART patrons the Hon Folder,
billed as the world's "smallest folding bicycle." Weighing 28 pounds, the Hon
Folder can be folded inte its 8-inch by 18-inch by 28-inch nylon carrying case in
less than 30 secoﬁds.

The three-month demonstration at BART stations first included the Pleasant Hill
and the Embarcadero stations. The demonstration has been discontinued at the Pleasant
Hi11 Station but will continue through the end of December at both the Berkeley Station
and the Embarcadero Station.

The Hon Folder can be rented for $25 for two weeks and the rental fee can be applied
to the purchase of the bicycle, which has a price of $279 if purchased during the BART
demonstration project, following which the regular price will be $300 to $375, depend-
ing on accessories required.

‘BART officials noted that the Hon Folder could be used by commuters to get to and

from BART stations, and since it will fit under a BART seat can therefore be used
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“during commute travel times. “Also, no special permit 1§ required to bring the

Hon Folder onto BART trains.

Reactions from those persons who have rented or purchased the Hon Folder, all
point to ease of using it on BART trains or BART and Buses, and that it does not
cause others inconvenience. As part of the demonstration project, those using the
Hon Folder were asked to complete a questionnaire of four questions. Here are re-
sponses from two Hon Folder fans:

Lorenzo Avila of Berkeley, CA responded, "I use it in all kinds of ways, commu-
ting, recreation, bike trips. When using BART, I ride one-and-a-half miles each way.

To walk to the BART station would take half the morning. The bike saves me at least

45 minutes each day. It saved $1 each way, plus $3-$4 each day on costs related to

the car. I can't be anonymous anymore. &Everyone wants to see how it folds and un-
folds. No one is bothered on BART trains at all."

Scott Moruza, Livermore, said, "I use it to commute to work from Livgqurg_tpn_m
Oakland. Each leg is about 10 minutes on each end; T am going to sell our second
car. Therefore, the savings is substantial. The bike also eliminates transfers to‘
two other buses which I would have to pay for. There is never an objection on the bus
or BART. If I have to stand on a busy BART train, I use it to sit on. I would Tike
to see a lot more people use it because of all the benefits. It's a good alternative
to cars."

BART RECEIVES $11 MILLION FEDERAL GRANT FOR THE DALY CITY TURNBACK PROJECT

BART General Manager Keith Bernard today announced that a federal grant totaling
nearly $11 million has been received from the U.S. Urban Mass Transportation Adminis-
traion (UMTA) which will fund a portion of the $150 million Daly Cify Turnback project.
This project is a vital part of BART's five year $525 m{11ion Cépita1 Improvement
Program which when completed will ultimately expand BART's ridership capacity by
80 percent.

BART's Daly City Turnback project will consist of three tracks approximately 1.5
miles Tong and will be Tocated south of the Daly City BART Station, the western ter-
minus of the system. Today, trains from Richmond, Concord and Fremont are turned
around in the station area and require about three minutes and 45 seconds to reverse
direction. \The new Daly City Turnback will permit this to happen in two minutes and
15 seconds. This faster turnaround is essential in order to operate 74 trains at one
time on the\%ART system rather than the présent Timit of 49 trains.

Bernard said, in making the announcement of the federal grant, "This $10,968,750
federai~grant will bring the total to over $52 million in federal, state, Tocal and
BART funds which have been committed to this very important element of our five-year
expansion plan."

The federal funds announced today will cover the cost to complete the right-of-
way purchases, final design, purchase additional electrification equipment, train
control, and communications equipment. Other costs, which will be covered by the

$11 million grant awarded to BART, on a 75 percent federal share and 25 percent Tocal

w‘} share, are for construction contracts and for construction management costs.

NOW YOU CAN RESERVE A PARKING SPACE' AT BART STATIONS.

Beginning on Tuesday, November 27, BART Police will conduct an extensive drive at
seven BART stations to encourage BART patrons to take advantage of "BARTpool," the
district's preferential parking program. At BARTpool statinrs a number of parking spaces
are reserved for carpools of three or more BART patrons. Flyers de%cribing the progra@ ]
will be placed on all automobiles parked in regular parking spaces at BARTpoo] stationsf.i

The BARTpool program has been in operation at selected BART stations since Septemﬁe%
1978. _According to BART Police Sgt'. Wade Gomes, "BARTpool can be the means of cutting
commute costs, by carpooling to BART. This program aids in making more BART parking
spaces available by reducing the number of cars coming to stations.

BARTpool reserved parking spaces are available at the Concord, Pleasant Hill,
Lafayette, E1 Cerrito Del Norte, Fremont, Hayward and Daly City PART stations.

"Anyone belonging to a carpool consisting of three or more persons can apply for a
BARTpoo1 permit which allows parking in preferential parking spaces. Participants in the
BARTpool program must use BART on a round-trip basis," Fomes stated.

According to the flyer being distributed by BART Police, persons interested in
obtaining a BARTpool permit or forming a BARTpool should call (415) 861-POOL or
(408) 996-POOL. The program offers a computer match of individuals making the same daily
commute to BART stations. Once the BARTpool has been formed, both riders and drivers must
obtain a BARTpool permit for entry into the preferential parking area.

BART Police monitor BARTpool parking lots, ticketing cars not displaying permits or
having fewer than three persons in a car upon arrival at the special lots.

BART PRESENTS FIRST MEDAL OF VALOR TO A BART POLICE OFFICER

On Wednesday, December 5, 1984, BART Police Officer Thom R. Pennewell was
presented with the first BART Police Department's Medal of Valor for "conspicuous
bravery under extremely hazardous conditions." The presentation was held in the
BART Board Room at the District's Administration Building in downtown Oakland.

The ceremony was attended by representatives of many-police departments throughout
the Bay Area.

On October—ZO, 1984, BART Police Department (BPD) Officer Pennewell, while off
duty, arrived at the Richmond BART Station and witnessed an altercation involving
.“ three men, two of whom were striking the third person with heavy metal objects.
Pennewell drew his revolver and ordered the two assailants to drop their weapoﬁs,
which they did, and he took them into custody. While there were other assailants
involved,-only the two with weapons were arrested. A search of the two assailants-
taken into custody revealed that one of them was carrying a 1oadea revolver.
Pennewell, with the assistance of two other BPD officers, then booked the two
assailants at the Contra Costa County Detention Center, and they are now pending
trial.

The certificate which accompanied the bronze Medal of Valor reads‘as follows:
"Presented to Officer Thom R. Pennewell for displaying conspicuous bravery under
extremely hazardous conditions on October 20, when while off duty-and alone he inter-
venéd to save a victim from being beaten by multiple assailants. Officer Penneweill,

Taylor noted that Pennewell had placed his Tife on the 1ine for the protection
of an innocent victim and proved himself to be a professional peace officer in the
finest tradition,of police work.

BPD Officer behnewe]] was with the Oakland Police Department for three and one-
half years prior to coming to BART in 1981. He is a.graduate of the California
State College of Stanislaus where he holds a degree in political science. Pennewell,
ége 29, lives in Vallejo with his wife Mary and their two children, a son‘Thom
Pennewell, four years old, and a daughter Aileka, three years old.

The BART Police Department has a sworn police officer staff of 132, with a total
complement of 141 persons. They are responsible for the maintenance of life safety
and property protection throughout the District's service area. The syste% has been
divided into specific beat patrols in order to protect the more than 200,000 daily
riders, 2300 BART employees, and the District's facilities, lTots and rights-of-way.
Twelve radio cars are deployed to cover the service area of the District. BART
police officers in uniform and in plainclothes regularly ride the trains and make
inspections of station a}eas, as well as parking lots. In a recent report made
to %he Board of Directors concerning the incidents of crime, it was noted that major
crimes on BART had been reduced signicantly by more than 22% this year over a similar
period last year. BART police officers not only are required to perform—the usual
duties in Tife and property protection, but they are unique in that they must be

totally aware and informed about the BART system, its equipment, and how trains move

from one point to another.

BART TO INSTALL TEéT MATERIALS FOR PLATFORM EDGE DETECTION SYSTEM

Beginning on December 8, 1984, at 8 p.m., at the Rockridge BART Station, BART
wii1 begin the installation of materials to be tested as part of a platform edge
detection system which is being deve]opéd as added protection for BART patrons.
The mater1a1s to be used will be tested at three BART stations--Rockridge, Mont-
gomery, and Berke]ey—-and the installation will require six weekends of activity
through January 19, 1984. This schedule is predicated on having good weather for
working outdoors at the Rockr1dge Stat1on to ensure that the mater1a1s dry ade-

quately, and may be changed.
While most of the work will be done during non-peak service at non-revenue

hours, to reduce impact on service, one platform at the Rockridge Station and the
Montgomery Station will not be in service during the installation work. For the
installation of the tes£ materials at the Berkeley Station, the last station on
the schedule, all work will be done during nonlrevenue hours. The installation
will require approximately two weekends at each of the three test stations sites.

The $335,000 contract for the installation of the platform edge detection
system~w$s awarded to Universal Protective Coating, Inc. of San Rafael.

The system consists of 17" grooves cut into the entire length of the stétion

platform, 3/4 of an inch wide, 3/8 of an inch deep, and 2 inches apart. The grooves

~will be cut simultaneously with a cutting machine which has been Bpetjficéily de-

signed for this project. The water-cooled cutting blade has a diamond edge and.will

Af<\fhe reasons behind the selection of these three BART stations were: Rockridge
'{graﬁtoutdoor station; Berkeley is a representative mid-volume patronage station;
énd;Montgomery was selected because it is the heaviest commute traffic station
on BART.

Adequate testjné and evaluation of the materials and.the installation system
will require at least one year, at which time a decision will be made to determine

if. the system should be installed in all BART stations.
