BART President Glenn, who represents District #6 which covers the southwestern 

portion of Alameda County, was first elected to the Board in 1974, and re-elected in 

1978, 1982 and 1986. He has many times served aS'committee chairman for all standing 

committees of the BART Board. In 1979, and then again in 1985, Glenn served as vice-

president of the BART Board of Directors.
Glenn, who is president of his claims' adjusting company, John Glenn Adjusters 

and Administrators, is also an organizer and director of the Civic Bank of Commerce in 

Oakland, Walnut Creek and San Leandro.
Glenn is a graduate of Southeast^ Missouri State University, where he was named 

1986 Alumnus of the Year. He has also done post-graduate work at the University of 

Missouri in Kansas City, Mo., and California State University at Hayward. Glenn lives

in Fremont with his wife, Betty.
Glenn noted in his acceptance remarks that BART was facing an unfunded deficit 

for the comin,g year, which amounted to $2.85 million and called on BART staff to seek

year as vice-president of the BART Board.
Ussery, who has been a strong proponent of joint development around the BART 

stations was elected to the BART Board in 1978 to serve out the unexpired term of Ella 

Hill Hutch, who had become a member of the San Francisco Board of Supervisors. He was 

re-elected in 1980, and then again in 1984 to successive four-year terms. He will 

stand for re-election in 1988.
Ussery was elected president of the BART Board of Directors in 1985. He directed 

the work of the Public Affairs Access & Legislation Committee in 1980, and again in 

1986. He is active in many Bay Area civic organizations and is past national 

chairperson of the Congress of Racial Equality from 1967 to 1969.

Ussery lives in San Francisco with his wife, Maxine.

BART ADVISORY VOTE ON COLMA
Widespread opposition to BART plans for a Colma station in San Mateo County 

led BART Director Robert S. Allen of Livermore today to propose an advisory vote on 

the issue. Allen seeks to let the voters of the three BART counties express their 

view in next June's Primary Election.
Allen's proposed ballot measure would read:
"Shall BART extend its rail lines to stations outside the BART district 

at no cost to BART even though extensions planned within the district to 

serve areas that have long paid BART property and sales taxes are not yet 

funded or built?"
"BART directors don't own the system," Allen said. "The people do. They voted 

the $792 million bond issue in 1962 that got BART started. Their property taxes 

pay for bond interest and redemption. Their sales taxes make up most of BART s 

operating deficit. The choice on BART's basic direction belongs to the people."

BART directors approved an agreement in principle with Samtrans for a Colma 

station on September 28. Samtrans would arrange to fund the $87 million, 1.5-mile 

extension beyond Daly City to Colma, including a station and turnback tracks beyond 

the station, at no cost to BART. They would also pay BART an access fee of about 

$25 million (based on miles of track and number of stations) and cover operating 

deficits. Profits, if any, would repay the access fee and then be split equally by 

Samtrans and BART.
( more )
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The access fee has been informally pegged for in-district BART extension

projects, noted Allen, projects such as helping to
* Lower Willow Pass, needed for BART rail to Pittsburg and Antioch;

* Add a second Livermore Valley station near Camp Parks; and

* Extend the Fremont line to Irvington and Warm Springs.
"My proposed three-county advisory ballot measure," claims Allen, "would fit 

well with advisory measures Director Ussery has proposed for next June in areas 

outside the district. If our Board doesn't go along with this advisory vote, I 

will urge the counties to do it on their own. But I'd rather the BART Board does 

it, so that the wording, analysis, and ballot arguments are uniform.
"Strong feelings exist against San Mateo County, whose supervisors withdrew 

their county from the BART district before the 1962 vote," said Allen. "San Mateo 

hasn't paid dime one of the BART property and sales taxes. They have the only 

parking structure on the whole BART system. They have more frequent and less 

crowded trains,to San Francisco than people in the East Bay, who pay BART property

and sales taxes. And the resentment runs strong.
According to Allen, if the voters reject the measure and projects like Colma, 

Samtrans will likely use the money for a 1.5-mile, $441 million Caltrain extension 

in San Francisco. "If they do that," he said, "the BART district gets nothing, and 

it looks like the only BART extensions for many years may be what are funded by

Alameda Codnty's Measure B voted last year."
In 1980, over strong Board opposition, Allen got the Board to approve a

smaller but similar advisory measure. The issue then was whether BART rail or a 

"Super Bus" should serve the Livermore Valley. While the state assemblyman and the 

county supervisor representing the Valley favored the Super Bus, Allen supported 

BART rail. Allen noted in his ballot argument that the gut issue was growth. BART 

rail won 4-1 in the Livermore Valley.

Arrests of alleged drug dealers were recently made by special undercover 

units of the BART Pol ice Department.

Major drug arrests over the past several months have taken place at the 

Berkeley BART Station, the 24th Street BART Station and most recently at the 

San Leandro BART Station.

According to BART Police Captain Larry Danner, "These drug arrests on 

BART property are more examples of how BART Police are working to protect BART

patrons and property. These arrests came about as the result of extensive and 

aggressive police work."

In commending his officers. Sergeant Ed Ladd, who heads up the BART 

Special Patrol Unit, said, "This kind of undercover police work is dangerous 

and places a heavy demand on our officers in the performance of their duties. 

Their actions in finding dealers and their sources continue to place a real 

crimp in drug dealing on BART.

"We want the actions of our department to send the message that those who 

think they can get away with dealing drugs on BART property, that they are 

wrong. We will apprehend them."

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The latest arrest was made by a special patrol unit of undercover 

officers who purchased cocaine at the San Leandro Station from a 17 year old 

juvenile. Following the arrest of the, juvenile, a search warrant was issued 

and was used to search a San Leandro residence. Police found approximately 

two ounces of cocaine, LSD, Psilocybin mushrooms, a large quantity of 

marijuana, hashish, some unidentified pills and $1,207 in cash. BART Police 

noted that the street value of the seized drugs was approximately $16,000. 

Police arrested an occupant of the residence.

The elevator that will be out of service operates between Lake Merritt 

Station's concourse and train platform levels. Elevator access to BART's Pass 

Office, where discount BART tickets and handicapped identification cards are' ‘ 

issued, will still be available from a street-to-concourse elevator located at the 

corner of Eighth and Oak streets outside Lake Merritt Station. However, because 

there will be no elevator access to the train platform,, passengers requiring an 

elevator are advised to ride BART to 12th' Street Station and take AC Transit's #40

or #43 bus, which are wheelchair lift-equipped and operate from 14th and franklin\

streets to 11th and Oak streets (two blocks from Lake Merritt Station). Also, on 

the days that Lake Merritt Station's elevator will be but of service, AC Transit 

will provide wheelchair lift-equipped buses on its #15 line. The #15 bus provides 

■service from 14th and Broadway to 14th and Oak streets.

The elevator at Lake Merritt Station is the first of 58 elevators to be 

modified under a. schedule which will be completed late next year. As work is 

completed at one station, crews will move on to another until eventually elevators 

at all 34 stations are modified. Next on the list is Fremont Station, which will 

have its elevator out of service from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Tuesday, November .24 through 

'Wednesday, November 25 and from Monday, November 30 through Tuesday, December 1.

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The work, which will require each elevator to be out of commission fof about 

four days, is part of a program aimed at improving the ease and security of 

elevator operation for handicapped persons, especially those in wheelchairs. NeW 

audio and visual equipment, including closed-circuit televisions and an emergency 

phone system between the elevator, agent's booth and BART Central Control, are 

among the changes to be made.

Another new feature is an elevator call system that permits elevators to be 

activated by placing a special card within range of a wall-mounted monitor.

Systems similar in concept to this have already been installed at the Berkeley and 

El Cerrito Del Norte BART stations.

Passenger security will be improved by installing a closed-circuit television 

outside of elevators located out of sight of an agent's booth. Another security 

improvement will be to the elevator's phone system. Though all BART elevators have 

an emergency phone with a direct line to the agent's booth, the phones will be 

modified such that in the event a call goes unanswered by the station agent, it • 

will automatically be routed to BART Central Control for response.

BART AWARDS CONTRACT TO BUILD DALY CITY YARD 
FACILITIES TO EASTBAY FIRM

On Thursday, October 22, 1987, the BART Board of Directors awarded C. 

Overaa '& Co. of Richmond, a $3.7 million contract to build the maintenance 

shops at the Daly City Yard.

The structure to be built under this contract will provide a service, 

inspection, and pre-maintenance preparation facility for the 'maintenance of 

transit vehicles which will eventually be operated out of the Daly City Yard. 

Federal funds will cover 75 percent of the project and the balance will be 

local funds from the 1985 Sales Tax Revenue Bond Construction Fund.

The Daly City Yard, Turnback and Storage facility are a major part of 

BART's $482 million capacity expansion program. Other elements of this 

program which will increase BART passenger capacity by 85 percent are the 

purchase of 150 new vehicles, the first of which are expected to be in service 

by early 1988; a new system monitoring the central control computer, which is 

now expected to be on line by 1990; the modification of the trackway computer 

system; the completion of a third track through downtown Oakland; and the 

fire-hardening project which has made-BART's present vehicle fleet the most 

fire-safe in the country.

Work on the Daly City Yard shop is expected to get underway about mid- 

November, and is anticipated that this facility will be completed by the fall 

of 1988.

The installation of the first of the new nine panel public information 

centers was completed on August 2, 1987 at the 12th Street/Oakland City Center 

BART Station. Panels have also been installed at the Powell Street and Hayward 

BART Stations. These are the first of these centers to be installed at 

twenty-nine locations which are major transfer points between various public 

transit systems.
At 12th Street and Hayward BART Stations, these displays include two 

computer monitors showing imminent departure of AC Transit buses from the 

area, and a third monitor displays scheduled train departures. These monitors 

are located in the BART station agent booths.

Each of the information displays will have between three and twelve 

panels, depending on the number of transit systems represented at the site.

The information which is available will be a street map of the local area; 

site or station plan, showing boarding locations for other systems serving the 

site or station; a system map for each of these individual transit properties, 

and fare, schedules and transfer information for all of the systems.

Electronic schedule displays will be used at the most heavily used sites.

Under a project being coordinated by the Regional Transit Association 

(RTA), it is expected by 1990, that public transit information displays will 

be installed at twenty-nine locations throughout the nine counties of the San 

Francisco Bay Area. The project is being funded by a $500,000 grant from 

State Transportation Development Act (TDA) which includes the design, 

construction, installation and information updating maintenance.

The cost of the new transit information panels installed at 12th 

Street/Oakland City Center, Powell Street, and Hayward BART Stations was about 

$40,500 with the added costs of about $17,500 for a video monitor systems 

which shows bus and train departure times at 12th Street and Hayward Stations;

In December, 1983, a prototype of the Transit Information Center was 

completed and installed on the mezzanine level of the Transbay Terminal in San 

Francisco. The public reaction and acceptance of this display was very 

substantial. While the newer display will be smaller in size and shape of the 

panels, the basic information will be just about the same.

The Regional Transit Association (RTA) was formed by a Joint Exercise of 

Power Agreement, as an organization of the six largest transit properties in 

the Bay Area. These systems are AC Transit, BART, Golden Gate Bridge 

District, San Francisco Municipal Railway (MUNI), San Mateo County Transit 

District and the Santa Clara County Transit District. Other such transit 

properties are the Central Contra Costa County Transit Authority (CCCTA), and 

CALTRANS who participate in the RTA activities on an informal basis.

The public transit information center projects will be focusing on 

providing information at a number of the most important transfer points in the 

region. Many of these are within BART stations, the CALTRANS stations, other 

terminals and a few at city street locations.

CQLHA STATION AGREEMENT
The BART Board of Directors today authorized .negotiations with San Mateo 

County and the San Mateo Transit Authority for the construction of a station in 

the vicinity of Colma, 1-1/2 miles south of Daly City, based on principles 

presented to the Board.
The major principles are that San Mateo County would pay BART approximately 

$25 million as a capital contribution, which BART could use for future exten­

sions. BART would receive $15 million within six months of signing and an 

estimated $10 million when construction begins.
Additionally, San Mateo County and SamTrans would be responsible for all 

construction costs, land and right-of-way acquisitions, and additional track 

needed to hook up with BART. Also, SamTrans would guarantee all revenue needed 

to cover operating costs for the Colma Station.
Negotiations between BART and San Mateo County and SamTrans have been in 

progress for almost two years. The project will call for extending track from 

the end of BART's turnback track, south of Daly City, about 3,000 feet. This 

would include the station, which is 700 feet long, and an additional 1,600 feet 

south of the station to facilitate operations.
The $25 million payment is based on a formula which in turn is based upon

PAPAL VISIT TO BAY AREA GENERATES 10 PERCENT INCREASE IN BART RIDERSHIP

On Thursday, September 17, 1987, about 20,000 extra BART trips were 

generated by the visit of The Pope to the San Francisco Bay Area, with a total 

of 216,092 trips recorded by BART. This represents about a 10 percent 

increase over an average Thursday ridership as indicated by BART's 

computerized patronage reports.
According to BART patronage reports the reported number of exits for the 

entire day in San Francisco was 102,835 as against the average daily exits of 

approximately 95,179.
The 16th Street station, which is only three blocks from Mission Delores, 

generated the largest increase percentage in exits. More than 6100 exits were 

recorded at the 16th Street station, this is an increase of 168 percent over 

the average number of exits of about 2300.
It was reported by BART station agents, that there was no crowding at any 

of the stations including 16th Street station where the greatest increase in 

patronage was reported. However, a great many people seemed to leave San 

Francisco much earlier than usual, BART station agents reported.

BART CELEBRATES 15 YEARS OF TRAIN SERVICE SEPTEMBER 11

Fifteen years ago on September 11, 1972, Mrs. Gertrude Guild of Oakland 

inserted her ticket into the fare gatb at the Lake Merritt BART Station, thereby 

entering history as BART’s first paying customer,. On that day and in the months to 

follow, BART service would consist of eight trains operating on 26 miles of track 

between Fremont and MacArthur stations in Oakland. For the first few weeks of 

operation ridership averaged about 12,000 passenger trips a day -- a figure that is 

now achieved in less than one hour of BART's weekday morning or afternoon commute

service.
Today, with over eight billion passenger miles traveled and more than 616 

million passengers carried, BART is fully involved in eight major projects which, 

when completed, will prepare the system for the future by substantially increasing 

its passenger-carrying capability.
The projects range from purchasing 150 new transit vehicles and making 

modifications to the current fleet,, to upgrading computer systems and constructing 

a new turnback and yard facility. Combined, the projects will ultimately enable 

BART to increase its present passenger-tarrying capability by about 85 percent.

As progress continues on individual elements of the capacity expansion 

program, BART's riding public is already benefiting from two recently completed 

projects; a new third trackway through downtown Oakland and the "fire hardening of 

BART's transit vehicle fleet.

When BART'S fire hardening project was completed last year, passengers were 

given the security of riding in one of the most fire-safe transit vehicles in the 

nation, according to BART Safety Manager Ralph Weule. The completion of this 

project, combined with the completion of a new track in the hub of BART lines in 

the east bay, paved the way for the introduction of two more trains into rush hour 

service during weekday mornings and afternoons. The trains serve riders on the 

Concord-San Francisco/Daly City line — the most heavily traveled of BART's four 

lines — and riders on the Fremont-San Francisco/Daly City line.
The completion of BART's "KE Track," a third track extending 1.5 miles through 

downtown Oakland, marked the first addition of main line track since the completion 

of BART's original construction. Fully operational since March, 1986, the track is 

one of the crucial elements needed in BART's plan to be able to increase to 74 the 

maximum number of trains in service at any time. In addition to enabling BART to 

schedule more trains into service, the $25 million track is proving to be an 

invaluable asset by generally allowing more operational flexibility.

BART EXPRESS BUS ROUTES TO CHANGE SEPT.8

BART Director Nello Bianco today announced that on Tuesday, September 8, 

route changes for BART's "P" express buses, which operate on Highway 4 along the 

Goncord-Pittsburg-Antioch-Brentwood corridor, will go into effect.

Under the changes, the PE, PEI and PEX routes will be consolidated into two 

routes: the PE AND PEI. Bianco said the changes will mean that more buses will be 

operated on the faster, PE, route and fewer buses will be operated on the slower, 

PEI, route. Combined, the PE and PEI routes will create 15-minute service 

frequency at the Hillcrest, Bailey Road and North Concord park/ride lots during 

commute hours and 30-minute frequency during midday hours.

The new PE route will operate on a streamlined route between Concord BART 

and Brentwood during peak commute periods (6 a.m. to 9 a.m. and 4 p.m. to 7 p.m.). 

During midday hours, PE buses will operate between Concord BART and the Hillcrest 

Park and Ride in Antioch.
PE buses outbound from Concord BART will remai.n unchanged until reaching 

Lei and Road at Loveridge. There, the route will turn left onto Loveridge, then 

return to Highway 4 and continue east to the Hillcrest park/ride lot. During 

commute periods, after stopping at the Hillcrest park/ride lot the PE buses will 

continue on to Brentwood before returning to Concord BART.

On inbound trips to BART the PE route does not travel on Loveridge and 

Lealand roads; instead, the route exits from Highway 4 at Loveridge Road, turns 

left on California Boulevard and follows California Boulevard back to Highway 4 at

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Railroad Avenue. A new stop is being added at Railroad Avenue and Highway 4 to 

allow transfers to and from Tri-Delta Transit buses.

The new PEI route will run once an hour from approximately 5:17 a.m. to 

8 p.m. each weekday. The route will continue to operate on the local routing that 

is presently designated for the PEI. These hourly trips will be the only BART 

express bus service to Los Medanos College and County East Mall. Beginning Monday, 

September 14, Tri-Delta Transit will implement its new 381 route, which will 

operate every 30 minutes from 5:15 a.m. to 7:40 p.m. on weekdays. The 381 will 

duplicate the old BART PE routing on Tregallas, Delta Fair, and Leland Road between 

Hi 11 crest Park/Ride in Antioch and Railroad Avenue in Pittsburg.

The change in routes follows public input received at community meetings 

held in January and at the Tri-Delta Transit Board meeting in March, 1987.

"We've worked with the community and the Tri-Delta Board to make route 

improvements that will attract more riders to the Express Buses operating to and 

from the Concord BART station. We believe these new routes will better serve 

people living in the north eastern area of the county," Bianco said.

The 

trains serve riders on the Concord-San Francisco/Daly City line — the most 

heavily traveled of BART's four lines — and riders on the Fremont-San 

Francisco/Daly City line.
The completion of BART's "KE Track," a third track extending 1.5 miles 

through downtown Oakland, marked the first addition of main Tine track since 

the completion of BART's original construction. Fully operational since June, 

1986, the track is one of the crucial elements needed in BART's plan to 

increase to 54 the maximum number of trains in service at any time. In 

additional to enabling BART to schedule more trains into service, the $25 

million track is proving to be an invaluable asset by helping to reduce the 

impact on travel time when trains break down in the downtown Oakland area. And 

by storing trains on the track during non-rush hours, BART expects to save 

about two hundred thousand dollars a year in energy and maintenance costs.

Another project nearing the final stage of completion is the acquisition 

of 150 new transit vehicles BART is purchasing from SOFERVAL of France. The 

cars are the first BART has added to its fleet since acquiring the original

440 cars in 197.2. Soon after production cars begin arriving — an event that 

is expected to occur later this year — BART will incorporate the new transit 

vehicles in to its daily operations. The cars are equipped with an operator's 

cab and can be used as a lead, middle or trailing car in train consist. This 

operational flexibility means that a train can be separated or coupled while 

on the main line., a feature that will translate into tremendous savings in 

maintenance and costs for BART .
Passengers will see more trains scheduled into peak period service next 

fiscal year. A new Integrated Control System (ICS), another element of the 

capacity expansion program will ultimately enable BART to schedule up to 75 

trains in service at any one time. BART currently operates 45 trains at any 

one time with a maximum capacity of 49 trains.

Another milestone in BART's capacity expansion program occurred one year 

ago in August, when the last girder of BART's $150 million Daly City Turnback 

structure was lowered into place. Consisting of three "tail tracks" extending 

approximately 1.5 miles south from Daly City Station, the turnback is a 

critical element of BART's capacity expansion program in that it will enable 

BART to turn trains back to the East Bay faster than is now possible. This 

ability is essential to running trains at closer headways, permitting more 

trains to operate on the system.
In addition to these projects, BART's capacity expansion program includes 

plans to upgrade the system's electrification capabilities, modify wayside 

train control equipment and install a new Automatic Train Control system in 

the present BART fleet.

BART TAX RATE IS REDUCED FOR COMING YEAR

At its Aug. 20 meeting the BART Board of Directors lowered BART's tax rate 

in the counties of Alameda, Contra Costa and San Francisco. Directors also voted 

to lower BART's taxes in the City of Berkeley, a special service district.

The new BART tax rate for the 1987/88 fiscal year has been has been set at 

3.90 cents (.039 percent) per one hundred dollars of assessed valuation of the 

three counties within the BART district. This represents a rate reduction of .31 

cent from the 1986/87 fiscal year's rate of 4.21 cents (.0421 percent).

On the basis of the total valuation figures supplied by the,three counties, 

the lower rate will raise $48,000,000 to provide for the transit district's 

General Obligation Bond debt service for the 1987/88 fiscal year.

In Berkeley, the BART tax rate for fiscal' year 1987/88 will be 2.00 cents 

(.020 percent) per one hundred dollars of assessed value. This is a reduction of 

.20 cent from, last year's rate of 2.20 cents (.0220 percent).

BART MODIFIES BIKE PERMIT PROGRAM
Cyclists, beginning on Monday, August 17 , 1987, will be able for the first 

time during the commute, to use BART through the Trans-bay Tube, but only in the 

non-commute directions. However, bicyclists will be prohibited from using the 

12th Street/Oakland City Center and the 19th Street BART stations under the new 

rules.
The BART Board of Directors has approved a new set of rules governing the 

"Bikes on BART'i program which began in 1974. Under the new rules the temporary 

permit will be issued for three weeks, but only one such temporary permit will be 

issued to an individual during a twelve month period. This is designed to assist 

tourists in the San Francisco Bay Area to gain immediate access to the BART 

system. There is no charge for the temporary permit. However, a search of the 

temporary permit file will be made to determine if this program is being abused.

A passenger bike permit is issued by BART for a fee of $3. These permits may 

be secured either in person, by making an appointment, or by mail through BART s 

Passenger Service Office.
The new rules also permit bicycles to be taken into either end of the last 

car on the train. The cyclist must hold their bike at all times, with the 

kickstand up.
Since "Bikes on BART" program was started in 1974, more than 47,000 permits 

have been issued.

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BART officials stated that in-station ticket booths are designed to expand 

the transit ticket distribution network and generally making different kinds of 

tickets more accessible. Currently, there are more than 200 off-site ticket 

outlets Whdre BART tickets may be purchased.
Funding for the ticket booth project comes from a special Multi-Operator 

Pass Project fund which was set up by the Metropolitan Transportation Commis­

sion to develop single ticket passes which can be used on more than one transit 

system. ,I
The AC/BART Plus Program, which is still in the experimental stage, was 

recently extended-through January 1988.

.Cost of the booths was $120,000.

BART SIMULATOR EASES DESIGN AND ENGINEERING ACTIVITY

How is the San Francisco Bay Area Rapid transit District (BART) able to 

make decisions—many of which are far-reaching and complicated—concerning the 

re-design of the block and wayside control system without the necessity of 

extensive computer calculation or making physical changes to the system, or 

employing many hours of staff time?
To accomplish this among other research tasks, BART turns to its Rapid 

Transit Simulator (RTS) that was developed as part of a "system performance

study," which began in 1982,. Participating in the study of the development of
*

the RTS was SRI International of Menlo Park, CA, where a simulator had been 

developed, and it was this system that was modified to .meet BART's requirement.

BART’s RTS is a computer program that closely imitates the train movements 

and system status of the real BART system. It operates on data precisely 

describing the actual system, including the track network of blocks, grades and 

speed codes, the interlocking logic and other elements of the ATP (Automatic 

Train Protection), the ATO (Automatic Train Operation) logic, station stopping 

logic, central and actual train propulsion, braking and other performance 

parameters.
The position and status of every train is computed every half second 

(simulation time), taking into account any trains, platforms., or signals ahead., 

and the command speeds from the track signalling. Trains are dispatched from 

the yards and the ends of lines exactly as they are in the real system, 

following schedules and planned routes taken directly from the system. The 

simulator also models BART's SOR (Sequential Occupancy Release) system, and

- more -
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handles the logic for making up and breaking up trains at the end of line 

stations.
The simulator also had the capability to be run in real time or in fast 

time (as fast as the computer is capable of making the computations). The 

track and trains are displayed in color on a graphics computer terminal if 

desired. All parameters and functional data can be modified or edited to 

provide analysis of performance under different conditions.
In 1980, BART embarked on a major capacity expansion program with a price 

tag of nearly half-a-billion dollars—$^91.3 million—that is designed to 

increase the passenger capacity of the BART system by 85 percent. By the 

beginning of the next century—that's only 13 years away—BART is expected to 

be carrying 300,000 passengers on an average weekday.
Nine major construction, system modification and purchasing projects make 

up BART's Capacity Expansion'Program. Three of these projects are expected to 

substantially benefit from having the RTS available as a method of testing, 

checking concepts and designs before or during the time of development.

BART'S new Integrated Control System (ICS) will permit the operation of up 

to 75 trains on the system at one time, while the present central control 

computer limits the number of on-line trains to 49. The present train control 

computers,, those in Central Control, as well as those located on the wayside 

and in stations around the system, will be replaced by a more efficient ICS.
The ICS will monitor the operation of trains, including scheduling and tra-|n

identification, and will cost $31,859,000.
The use of the RTS has been extremely helpful as work progressed on 

the ICS project by permitting the team of computer system designers to test 

various concepts with -a very high degree of problem resolution.
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Also, the RTS will be used to instruct BART Train ControTleirs Tn ^eentral 

Control using a very reliable model traiin system.. Another'.of';®ART ;S,jqaRacity 

expansion projects which is making extensive use of the .RTS is the wayside 

train control and system performance modification 'program. This project, which- 

i,s part of BART'S System Performance Study, provides for upgrades to wayside 

train control which are needed to reach twp-minute, 45-second headways. The 

project is made up of several tasks., including:
0 Reconfiguration of train detection circuits in the area of the M-Line 

(San Francisco/Daly City line), the Oakland Wye, the 'K-Line tMacArthur Station' 

to Oakland West Station), and some parts of the A-Line (Fremont to Lake Merritt 

Station), including modifications to the Sequential Occupancy Release System 

(SORS).
0 Resignalling of other portions of the M-Line and other selected 

locations.
0 Installation of station approach markers, to allow faster berthing of 

trains at stations.
0 A, study of common delay-causing events in preparation, for a future 

delay reduction project.
0 Development .of enhancements to the System Performance Study simulator.

0 Revise the brake rate algorithm with which signalling profiles are

generated. (The actual fixes called for by this investigation will be

determined later.)
The total cost of the project has been estimated to be $14,929,000.

The -RTS has the capability to test various components of the wayside train 

control project without the necessity of making actual changes to the physical

plant.
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In order to upgrade BART's third rail power distribution plant, the RTS 

has proven to be time-saving. A new, more powerful electrification system will 

be required to meet the demands of an expanded BART train operating system.

The new system will involve the installation of two new substations, three 

breaker stations, modification and upgrade of existing yard substations, and 

increase of yard feeder cable capacity. These improvements are planned for the 

Concord segment of the mainline and for all three yards, especially the Concord

Yard.
The BART third rail electrification system is designed for Cam-controlled 

vehicles with constant power characteristics. A constant power load increases 

maximum motor current requirements by 30 percent and generally requires 30 

percent closer substation spacing for equal headway; thus, to reduce headways,

additional substations are needed.
BART is moving very rapidly towards the completion of it‘s capacity 

expansion program. On March 3, 1986, the first of two of these projects was 

completed when a section of revenue track 1.5 miles long, known as the KE line 

which begins at a point just outside of the Oakland West Station, goes through 

a third subway from Washington Street in downtown Oakland to 23rd Street, which 

is south of MacArthur BART Station. The new line is being used as an alternate, 

route throughout the downtown Oakland subway and is providing additional 

storage outside these subway stations. The project was constructed using 80

percent federal funds for the $23,956,000 cost.
The second capacity expansion project is the fire hardening of the present 

fleet of BART transit vehicles. In October, 1981, BART completed the first 

element of this program by replacing all seats in the current fleet with a low- 

smoke, neoprene cushion cover in a 90% wool, 10% nylon material at a cost of
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approximately $6 million. Completed on August 22, 1986 was a $21 million fire 

hardening project that included extensive retrofitting of the BART car liners, 

installing fire-stops in the walls and ceilings, installing new floors (which 

have been tested to resist fire for 30 minutes), and reinforcing other points 

under the car where heat and fire might be generated, with fire-safe and fire- 

retarding materials. The materials used in the fire-hardening program are 

reflected in the C-Car fire safety specifications and meet or exceed UMTA

guidelines.
Other projects which make up the BART capacity expansion program are the 

construction of a new $150 million tail track and storage facility near the 

Daly City BART Station; $228.3 million contract to purchase 150 new transit 

vehicles, which, in addition to increasing capacity will increase operational 

flexibility because the cars can serve as either a lead, trailing or mid-train 

car; and $13.8 million to develop and purchase new on-board automatic train 

control (ATC) equipment, which will retrofit into the present fleet of A-Cars.

Described in its operator's manual as "a model railroad that behaves 

almost precisely like a real rapid transit system," BART's RTS can receive 

input commands, such as those used by BART train controllers, and graphically 

display the command results on its computer terminal screen. With this 

capability, the simulator was used by BART engineers to test system performance 

under various operating conditions. In addition to showing the movement of 

trains operating under optimum conditions, the simulator was used in studying 

train movement and system performance when delays—which varied in cause, 

frequency and duration—were introduced into the system.
William Chapin, BART's Project Engineer of the System Performance Study, 

pointed out other capabilities of the RTS. "With the simulator, we can make
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changes to the track circuits and train control system and test how those 

changes would affect train operations and system performance. The system 

capacity can therefore be evaluated against a variety of possible improve­

ments," Chapin said, adding, "Without a simulator, any attempt to make these 

changes on the actual BART system would take months to complete—and there 

would be no assurance of success."
The RTS enabled BART engineers to zero in on known obstacles facing BART 

in its quest to reduce train headways and increase the number of trains 

operating on the system, and helped them to arrive at workable solutions to

those problems.
Today, the usefulness of the RTS varies, depending on whether you are 

talking to a BART engineer or someone working in BART Central Operations. From 

an operations viewpoint, the RTS is seen as a great tool in testing and vali­

dating new train schedules before they are put to use in revehue operations.

And both departments agree that the RTS will be of tremendous help in training 

and testing new train controllers.

The 

yellow and black color combination of the tiles was selected because it offers the

best contrast for those with limited vision.
The work is not expected to cause any disruptions in train service or impede

passengers from entering and exiting trains.

BART BOARD ADOPTS $172 MILLION BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR 1987/88 STARTING JULY 1

The BART Board of Directors on Thursday, June 25, 1987, adopted a $172 million 

operating budget for the coming 1987/88 fiscal year.

The adopted budget, which will become effective on July 1, 1987, represents a 

reduction from the present budget of about $2.6 million. This will be the first 

year in which a BART operating budget will be lower than the previous one, 

according to BART General Manager Keith Bernard. However, Bernard noted the newly 

adopted budget shows a deficit totaling $4.4 million.

"This deficit, we believe, can be overcome through aggressive fiscal 

management and strong promotion of both peak and off-peak service," Bernard said.

The budget includes implementation of proposed new service improvements in the 

coming year including the first of the new C-Cars, which will be in service by 

January, 1988 to provide more seats.
According to Bernard, BART's adopted budget directs resources to other 

projects designed to improve service, such as the Daly City Turnback. The 

Turnback, scheduled for completion by the end of the fiscal year, will enable BART 

to expand its passenger-carrying capacity.
He noted that while labor costs have been pegged at $115.3 million and the 

BART Express Bus service and transfer payments to local bus agencies will cost

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about $15.4 million, a projected $4 million savings in power costs and other

savings will be realized in district operations.
the adopted BART operating budget for the coming year anticipates that the

system will recover about 50 percent of its operating costs from fares.

BART RECEIVES $8 MILLION GRANT

BART'S General Manager Keith Bernard today said the transit district has been 

notified that it will receive an $8 million grant from the Urban Mass Transporta­

tion Administration for a planned new Wayside Train Control system.
The grant was announced yesterday by the office of U. S. Senator Pete Wilson.

Bernard said the project is one of the key elements of BART's overall service 

improvement and expansion program.
He said the "Wayside" train control comprises all of the command controls 

located along the tracks system^wide and also in BART stations. The wayside 

system's functions include speed codes, train acceleration and deceleration an

d braking rates.
.The wayside project is expected to be completed around June, 1989, at a cost 

of $14.9 million.
Other elements of BART's expansion program include 150 new C-Cars, a new 

Integrated Train Control (ICS) system, and a turnback and yard facility at Daly 

City, which is currently under construction.
The total cost of BART's service expansion program is estimated to be $500 

million. When the program is completed, BART will be able to operate up to 75 

trains on the system at one time instead of the current limitation of 49 trains.

BART REALIZES MAJOR SAVINGS ON NEW C-CAR

BART today announced a savings of more than $50 million dollars on its 

contract to purchase 150 new cars. The announcement was made in a report given by 

BART'S Executive Manager of Maintenance and Engineering, Richard Demko, to the BART 

Board's Engineering and Operations Committee chaired by BART Director John 

Kirkwood.
According to Demko, when the contract was first signed in October 1982, the 

final projected cost built into the contract was estimated to be $279 million.

In January 1976, Demko reported a cost underrun of $37.5 million, and today 

added an additional $13.9 million to that amount. The total cost of the 

contract is now expected to be $228 million.
Two replacement prototype cars are expected to be delivered this coming 

August, followed by two in September. BART's new transit cars, called the C- 

Car, are being built by Soferval, a French company, and are being assembled at a 

plant in Union City. The replacement prototype cars have been completely re­

done to meet all of BART's requirements and changes based on extensive testing 

of the first prototype cars.
The first two production cars are expected to be delivered in September 

also. Six more cars are scheduled for delivery in October, and eight in 

November. Delivery of all 150 cars is expected to be completyed in March of 

1989. Demko also reported that the contract was 22 months behind schedule.

Beginning Monday, June 22, there will be some notable changes in the BART 

Express Bus routes Q and J, which operate out of the El Cerrito Del Norte BART

BART Director Nello Bianco announced that beginning September 1 the second 

phase of streamlining for Highway 4 Express Bus service between Concord BART and 

the Hillcrest Park/Ride lot in Antioch will go into effect.

Barclay Simpson, BART Vice-President, today announced that beginning July 1 

BART will embark on a three-month test program called the "Family Fare Plan," which 

will allow a family of three to ride BART on weekends and holidays for the price of 

only one full-fare ticket.
"I am very pleased to make this announcement," said Simpson," and I commend my 

colleagues on the BART Board of Directors for their action at the Board meeting-on 

Thursday, June 11.
BART's Family Fare Plan will be offered only on weekends and holidays for the 

next three months. BART defines a "family" as consisting of one full-fare-paying 

patron and two children between the ages of five and seventeen. The full-fare 

patron will pay an adult fare and the two children will ride free. The full fare 

ticket may be purchased from ticket vending machines in stations. High value 

tickets, handicapped or senior tickets which are available from many off-site 

ticket outlets, are also considered full fare. The person paying full fare will 

enter through the fare gate while the other two patrons will be allowed entry 

through the emergency exit gate.
Simpson noted that since no special ticket is needed for the Family Fare, the 

decision to use- BART for family trips on weekends does not necessarily require 

advance planning.

- Three unrelated young persons may use the Family Fare, so long as one of 

the group uses a full fare ticket.

- Special care should be taken when traveling on BART to special events, 

where large crowds are anticipated.

RART BOARD RECEIVES RECOMMENDATIONS ON NEW TRAIN CONTROL COMPUTER SYSTEM

Today, the Engineering and Operations Committee of the BART Board of Directors 

received a recommendation from BART General Manager Keith Bernard that the contract 

for the development of a new Integrated Control System (ICS), now held by the 

Logica Company of England, be extended and that an additional $9 million be made 

available to cover added costs and contingencies. The BART Board committee, after 

extensive discussion, recommended to the full BART Board of Directors that they 

approve the proposed contract changes at the next meeting of the BART Directors

which is scheduled for Thursday, May 28, 1987.
The new train control computer system will have the capacity to operate 75 

trains compared to the present system which is limited to 49 trains. Also, the new 

ICS will have the capability for expansion to a capacity of 115 trains to handle

expected BART extensions in the future.
In January of this year the BART Board of Directors was told that the ICS 

project would require $2-5 million in additional funding beyond what had been 

budgeted and would not be ready for dual operations until May, 1989. At that time, 

Bernard was instructed to explore alternatives to the present firm for continuing 

work on the ICS.
In his report to the BART Board today, Bernard noted that several major firms 

had been contacted on a confidential basis to explore their interest should BART

( MORE )
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\
# decide to go to bid for the completion of the project. He noted that there were 

several firms, in which BART could have great confidence, that might be willing to

sUbltiit proposals.
However, Bernard went on to point out that the price from these companies 

would likely exceed the proposed budget targets under which Logica would be working 

■on an incentive/penalty basis. Also, that introducing a new company into the 

project would necessitate upwards of 10 months to one year additional time to 

complete the project beyond the expected completion date of May, 1989. This is the 

target date that the ICS will be running in dual operation with BART's present 

train control computer system for a period of at least six months to ensure the 

reliability of the new system.
The new target price of the entire ICS project is now confirmed at $36.2 

million, which is $4.3 million higher than the previous budget. Bernard said that 

the,project has been plagued with increasing costs to design and produce software, 

which has been partially offset by decreasing requirements and costs of computer 

hardware. System design and software costs estimated to be some $8 million in

1985, are now estimated to be approximately $14.5 million.
Funding required beyond the project's previous budget will come from projected 

savings in BART's new transit vehicle procurement contract and from interest earned

on capital project funds, stated Bernard.

PITTSBURGH/ANTIOCH CORRIDOR STUDY BOARD OF CONTROL TO REVIEW ALTERNATIVES 

Nello Bianco, BART Director and Chairperson of the Pittsburg/Antioch Study 

Board of Control has announced that a public meeting of the Board of Control will 

be held on Thursday, April 30, 1987 beginning at 5:30 p.ra. to review a list of 

eleven transportation alternatives which have been studied by the Technical 

Advisory Committee (TAC) of the study.

RART BOARD SOLICITS PUBLIC COMMENT ON FIVE YEAR PLAN
As the first step in its annual review of the District's Five Year Plan, the 

BART Board of Directors announced that copies of the draft version of the plan 

are now available at all public libraries in the District as well as the main 

public libraries of San Mateo and Santa Clara counties.
BART'S Five Year Plan is an important planning document which presents the 

District's strategy for improving service through a program of strict performance 

standards and expansion of the capacity of the system. It is expected that the 

final version of the plan will come before the full BART Board in June, 1987 for 

adoption. Prior to this action,.written comments on the Five Year Plan may be 

submitted to the BART Board of Directors by May 28, 1987. Additionally, an 

opportunity for public comment on the Five Year Plan will be available at a 

meeting of the BART Board which is tentatively set for May 28, 1987.
Draft operating objectives for FY 87/88 through FY 91/92, are contained in 

the plan together with the updated Capacity Expansion Program, and the associated 

financial plan, including five-year operating and capital budgets. The document 

is presented in two volumes - one each for the operating and capital plans 

which are bound together in this draft. The plan contains an evaluation of 

progress toward current objectives and other issues affecting provision of future

service levels.

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Also the plan notes that growth of both peak and off peak ridership over the 

past year has been below expectations. However, an upward growth trend is 

developing and the long run outlook for continued growth appears favorable.

Based on this and other related factors, the document confirms the need for the 

District's Capacity Expansion Program. Anticipated peak period/peak direction 

ridership growth is projected to follow service expansion and access improvement. 

This additional ridership is expected to require that all new C-Cars now in 

production be utilized for service by 1992 to maintain current load factors.

Keith Bernard, BART General Manager, in his letter which accompanied the 

distribution of the Five Year Plan to various officials in the region noted: 

"Patronage projections for the planning period are lower than 

those in last year's plan. As a result, passenger revenue estimates 

have been reduced. Operating expense projections are somewhat lower 

than the previous forecast. However, financial assistance projections 

have been revised downward in line with recent experience and projected 

lower economic growth rates. As a result, significant operating 

deficits are forecast throughout the planning period.

"BART'S financial outlook is not unique. Other operators in the Bay 

Area face similar conditions. In view of the critical financial 

situation facing transit, all operators must make service more 

attractive and reduce expenses, while seeking new sources of financial 

assistance in an effort to avoid undesirable fare increases. This 

draft plan is a first step in identifying the magnitude of the problem.

Its resolution will require much additional work in the year ahead."

BART'S Five Year Plan contains a financial plan which identifies funding 

sources and amounts for both operations and capital development. Beginning with

( more )
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the tentative operating budget for the fiscal year which begins on July 1, 1987, 

BART artticipates substantial unfunded deficits over the next five years.

Beginning in the fiscal year 1987/88 and through 1991/92, the forecast 
estilnatib unfunded operating deficits will total between about $6 million and $30

million.

People looking for a fast, convenient way to get to downtown San Francisco for 

the race on Sunday, May 17, can ride one of 16 trains BART will have in special 

service. The trains will be 10 cars long and will arrive at Embarcadero Station 

between 6:42 a.m. and 7:37 a.m., in plenty of time to hear the starting gun go off. 

Embarcadero Station is just a three-block jog from Spear and Howard streets, the 

race's starting point.
Ten East Bay BART stations --that's two more than last year -- and two BART 

stations on the San Francisco line will have special train departures. They are: 

Daly City, Glen Park, Fremont, Hayward, Oakland West, El Cerrito Del Norte, North 

Berkeley, MacArthur, Pleasant Hill, Walnut Creek, Lafayette and Rockridge.

The 

agenda i.ncludes the following topics: Negotiated Capital Investments; Lease or

Sale of Property Development Rights; Transit Impact Fees and Assessments:

Private Development, Financing and Operations.
BART Director Wilfred Ussery of San Francisco^ in June, 1986, was the 

principal architect of BART's program to develop public-private joint venture 

participation in rapid rail extension programs.
According to. Ussery, "BART will be bringing together some of the best 

financial planners and entrepreneurs in the country. These are the people who

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are major participants in the creation of uni quo partnerships between public 

entities and the private sector throughout this country and abroad. We hope to 

clehify through these two symposia how BART can attract private sector partners 

to explore means of acquiring rights-of-way, construction, wayside equipment 

ahd signaling, rolling stock, telecommunications and fiber optics, power, 

automatic fare equipment, and any other business opportunities associated with 

an expansion of BART around the bay.
"I believe many companies are now willing to compete against each other, 

not only on the basis of a competitive contract price, but also be prepared to 

-tap their access to capital markets and offer a part of the capitalization for 

the bid activity they would be engaged to perform, should they be chosen for 

the project. These joint venture contract opportunities may be large enough to 

suggest a complete redesign of the bid process of BART's extension program," 

.said Ussery.
"Also, we have extended invitations to those public transit and transpor­

tation officials who are facing tha continual eroding financial support from 

the state and federal government," Ussery said.
Ussery went on to point out that he hoped by creating an atmosphere in 

which major vendors associated with different aspects of building rail systems

The three-game series between the Oakland A's and California Angels this past 

Friday, Saturday and Sunday (April 10-12) boosted BART's ridership by some 29,000 . 

trips, transit officials said.
With 15,000 trips recorded this past Friday, April 10, the day was BART's 

highest patronage day in 1987. BART officials estimated that about 7,200 people 

used BART Friday to get to the A's opening home game with the California Angels. 

This represents about 17 percent of the paid attendance at the game. Friday's 

patronage also represents an approximately 7 percent increase over BART's usual 

Friday ridership, which has been averaging 200,000 trips.

BART's weekend patronage was also considerably higher, with 85,325 trips made 

on Saturday, April 11 and 53,085 trips made on Sunday, April 12. Normally BART 

patronage is about 78,000 on Saturdays and about 46,000 on Sundays. BART officials 

estimate that nearly 3,000 of Saturday's BART trips and about 4,300 of Sunday's 

trips were made by persons who went to the A's games.

RART TO EXPAND PARK/RIDE FACILITIES IN THE PITTSBURG-ANTIOCH AREA

Nello Bianco, BART Director and Joel Keller, a member of Tri-Delta Transit 

Board of Directors, today issued a joint statement announcing that the U.S. Urban 

Mass Transportation Administration (UMTA) has awarded BART $2,475,792 in federal 

funds for a park and ride lot along Highway 4 near Sommersville Road. The grant 

covers the cost of land purchase along with the construction of approximately 250 

parking spaces as well as an access road. The funds require a 20 percent local

match which will be provided by BART.
Bianco noted that ridership on BART Express Buses is expected to increase 

since the new facility, which will be called the "Sommersville Park/Ride", is 

designed to relieve some of the parking congestion now being experienced at the 

Concord BART Station. Keller pointed out that since the new park/ride facility 

will also be used by the Tri-Delta buses, ridership in Eastern Contra Costa is 

expected to increase.
The newest Highway 4 park/ride facility will be served by the same BART 

Express Routes now serving the other park/ride facility in the area. These routes 

are the PE, PEX, PEI, serving Brentwood, Antioch, Pittsburg, West Pittsburg, and 

connects with the BART rail system at the Concord Station.

PARKING CONTROL PROGRAM AT LAFAYETTE BART STATIONS STARTS MONDAY, APRIL 20

On Monday, April 20, BART will begin enforcing a new parking control system at 

the,Lafayette BART Station which will require the use of a daily parking permit for 

cars parked at that station. , Failure to comply with posted parking regulations may 

result in a $15 parking citation.

The parking control program at the Lafayette BART Station will be'aimed at 

deterring car poolers from parking their cars at the station and taking up badly' 

needed spaces for BART riders. The program will be in effect during all hours of 

BART service, except weekends and holidays.

All parking spaces at Lafayette Station, including those at the gravel lot, 

have been numbered. Before leaving their car, BART patrons should take note of 

their parking space number. After entering the fare gate, they should proceed to 

the parking control boxes, located on the west wall of the station's pa/d area.

Using a free metal token found in trays at the control boxes, patrons must 

deposit the token into the slot corresponding with their parking stall number.

Since both the parking control boxes and parking permit tokens are located in'the 

paid- area of the station, a BART ticket will be required to enter through the fare 

gate. \
Signs with instructions on the parking control system have been posted 

throughout the station's parking lots. Violators of the parking control system may 

be subject to a^15 citation for each offense.

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A similar parking control program in effect at Orinda BART Station since June, 

1986, has r^uced the n^er of casual carpoolers to less than 25 at any given 

time, according to BART Police. Prior to the parking control program, said BART

The decision to i|jipl,ement t^he parking control prpgram at Lafayette Station was 

approved by BART's board of directors last December following surveys conducted by 

BART Police which indicated that oyer the past several pionths casual car poolers 

'have used about 50 percent of the total 1,130 parMng spaces at Lafayette Station. 
This translates ^TtTto~-a~fdre revenue loss of about $330,000 annually.

F';.The annual cost of the parking control program at Lafayette Station has been 

placed at about $29,000, including the cost of the BART Police cadet assigned to 

§ufvey the parking lots and issue citations.
According to William Fleisher, BART's Chief Transportation Officer, "Thd" 

situation at Orinda Station is now in hand and we believe we will see the same 

improvement at Lafayette Station once we get under way."

BART regulations governing the use of the District's station parking lots were 

enacted June 24, 1976, and read as follows:
"No person other than a District patron shall .park in any District 

parking facility. A District patron is defined as a person who parks a 

vehicle in a District parking facility adjacent to a District Station and 

who thereafter directly proceeds to enter the paid area of the adjacent 

District station.
"No person shall park or leave standing, any vehicle in a District parking

BART BUDGET FOR COMING YEAR LOWER THAN CURRENT BUDGET

For the first time since 1972 when BART began regular passenger service, a 

tentative budget lower than the year previous was presented to the Administration 

Committee of the BART Board of Directors for review and discussion on Thursday, 

April 2.
For the coming fiscal year of 1987/88, which begins on July 1, 1987, BART 

General Manager Keith Bernard proposed a tentative budget of $173.5 million, which 

is about $1 million or about one-half of one percent less than the current adopted 

budget of $174.5 million. However, the proposed lower budget reflects an operating 

deficit of $6 million for the coming year.
Bernard told the Administration Committee that staff would endeavor to make up 

this deficit during the coming year through a combination of stringent cost control 

efforts, stimulation of additional ridership beyond forecasts and seeking a share 

of discretionary funding sources available to BART.
In his cover memorandum transmitting the tentative budget to the BART Board 

committee, Bernard noted that challenges to be faced by BART in the coming year 

include: patronage and passenger revenues continuing below forecast; lower

interest earnings and new tax law limitations on BART's ability to issue sales tax 

anticipations notes; sales tax receipts not keeping pace with previous years; and 

severe reductions in State Transportation Assistance funding.

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Bernard said that because of BART's commitment to good service, the tentative 

budget directs resources to continued service improvements. As an example, he 

stated that the new Daly City Turnback facility is scheduled for 

completion by the end of the next fiscal year and with it will come an expansion of 

BART passenger carrying capacity.
Bernard also pointed out that power costs are expected to decrease by $2.8 

million for the coming year. While there will be seven full-time operating staff 

added to the present staff, net labor costs will increase only 1.7 percent. Other 

non-labor costs will be, down by 2.9 percent.
A potential means of reducing operating costs may be found in the federal 

Urban Mass Transportation Administration (UMTA) mandated "privatization" program 

which suggests that cost savings could be achieved through competitive bidding of 

BART Express ;Bus service.

The fiscal year 1987/88 BART budget calls for a full time staff of 2361 

positions, of which the equivalent of 158 are capitalized under various service 

programs.
BART Director Arthur 0. Shartsis of Oakland, who chairs BART's Administration 

Committee which will review the District's proposed 1987/88 budget, has scheduled 

it for further discussion on Thursday, April ,23 before submitting it to the full 

BART Board for consideration. It is anticipated that the BART Board of Directors 

will review the tentative budget

BART TO SEEK FROM CALTRANS $12 MILLION GRANT FOR PLEASANT HILL STATION PARKING

On Thursday, March 26, 1987, the BART Board of Directors authorized BART 

General Manager Keith Bernard to execute an agreement with the California 

Department of Transportation (Caltrans) to make available to BART $12.7 million in 

Federal Aid Interstate (FAI) support to be used in funding a 1200-space parking 

expansion project at Pleasant Hill BART Station.

BART will be required to provide $1.2 million in local matching funds, 

slightly over the $1 million in bond funds which the BART Board had previously 

approved.

BART has been planning a major expansion of patron parking at Pleasant Hill 

Station for over a decade. In 1977 the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) found 

the proposed project eligible for Federal Aid Interstate funding. In 1980 the 

California Transportation Commission placed into the State Transportation 

Improvement Program allocation of funds for this project.

Caltrans has developed a proposed Cooperative Agreement with BART to authorize 

and control partial funding of the project using federal interstate rehabilitation 

monies. The federal government, through the state, will fund approximately 91-.5 

percent of the $13,870,137 cost of the project up to a maximum of $12,677,000. The 

BART Board, which had previously approved $1,075,020 in bond funds as the local 

match for this project, increased its funding commitment to $1.2 million, the 

amount required.

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The Cooperative Agreement provides that the project facility shall be made 

available for use as a park and ride lot for carpoolers. While contrary to 

existing Board policy regarding the use of District patron parking facilities, this 

is required to make the'project eligible for FAI funding.

BART staff believes that work on the expansion of the Pleasant Hill Station 

parking facility could begin as early as mid-1988 and will be completed in about 

two years.

On Thursday, March 26, 1987, the BART Board of Directors took two actions 

which brought the proposed Dublin-Pleasanton Park/Ride Project closer to 

realization. By unanimous vote the BART Directors approved a 1,400-space park/ride 

lot which will be located on both sides of Interstate 580 near the Interstate 680 

interchange. The two lots will be connected by a pedestrian bridge.

The new park/ride facility will cost between $16.5 and $17.9 million. Most of 

the funding will be provided from the BART Revenue Bond Construction Fund. The 

actions taken authorize BART's District Secretary to file the required notices 

concerning the adoption of a Negative Declaration of environmental impacts and to 

approve the project for design and construction. The Dublin-Pleasanton Park/Ride 

lot is expected to be complete by late 1988.

BART engineers will now begin designing the proposed project which will 

provide convenient parking for BART patrons residing in Dublin, Pleasanton, 

Livermore, and points eastward, who ride BART express buses to Walnut Creek,

Bayfair or Hayward stations. The project would be served by the U, UP, UL, D, and 

DXl Express Bus routes, as well as buses from the Livermore/Amador Valley Transit 

Authority (LAVTA). The project would also aid in reducing congestion and parking 

problems in the Hayward and Bay Fair BART station environs.

Patronage projections for the project indicate that over the coming years a

There will be no hourly restrictioris for bicycles on Saturdays,, Sundays, 
and holidays.

Policy.: Currently, folding bikes or bicycles that are disassembled i.e.
front wheel removed , handlebars turned around and fit in a suitable 
carrying case are permitted on the system at all times,,, and no permit is 
necessary. All other bicycles must' ,have a permit.

Registration: A permit system will be established for control, purposes
and to limit participation to those who mee.t the permit requirements.
The number of permits issued will be related to capacity of the system 
to accommodate bicyclists.

5. -Permits: Permits will be issued to those who are age 14 and above and to 
those who are under 14 if accompanied by an adult (18 years or older) at 
the time of usage. If urider 14 when using BART, they must have one adult 
per two children. Permits will be valid for .approximately three years -and 
expire on the holder's birthday. It is the responsibility of the bike 
.perinit holder to renew -his/her permit within sufficient time of the expir­
ation date. .'One permit per person.



6. Fees: The fee will be three dollars ($3.00) per bicycle, non-refundable
and is due at the time the permit is issued. Lost permits will be replaced; 
the fee for a lost permit will be $.50. ’

7. Liability; A waiver, indemnifying and releasing the District from specified 
liabilities, will be given to each person and must be signed at the time of 
issuing a permit. Persons under the age of eighteen (18) must have their 
waiver signed by a parent or guardian. Permits are non-transferable.

8. Revocation of Permit: A list of rules is attached. If a person is observed
breaking rules, an Unusual Occurrence Report will be written by Transportation 
personnel or a Police Report by Police Services. The report will list the 
person's name and permit number. Violations will be reviewed by the Monitor­
ing Committee. If justifiable, a letter will be sent to the violator to revoke 
the permit. Revoked permits will be listed by number and circulated to agents. 
Agents will be instructed to refuse entrance to those who are listed. On the 
line. Police Services may confiscate a permit.

TRANSPORT PROCEDURES

!• Vertical Circulation; Bicyclists should gain access to concourse and
platform levels by means of stairs or elevators. Under no circumstances 
will escalators be used.

2. Ticketing: Entrance and exit must be via primary station agent in multi­
booth stations. Cyclists should park bike near the service gate, show 
agent his/her permit, process o-wn ticket through gate, pass through 
service gate, and return with bike through service gate. Bicycles are 
not to be lifted and carried over ticket gate.

3. Boarding Train: The last car (see diagram) will be designated for cyclists.
All patrons will be advised by means of train destination signs that 
bicyclists are to board last car only. No more than seven bicycles are 
allowed on each train. Cyclists must wait to board until exiting patrons/ 
cyclists have cleared the doorway. While riding, either seated or standing, 
cyclists must hold onto bike and leave kick stand up. If designated area 
is fully occupied, either with patrons or bicycles, cyclists on platform 
must wait for next available train.

4. Bike Pass: Shall be shown to any BART employee upon request.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Only bicycles that are no longer than 80 inches and no higher than

5-. Use only stairs and elevators. Absolutely no bicycles on the escalators.

6. Always walk bicycle in stations.

7. Except with entering and exiting the paid area, never leave bicycle 
unattended.

8. Wait towards the rear of the platform for trains.

9. Before boarding train, allow other persons to enter and exit.

10. Bicycles are only allowed in the last car of a train (see diagram in 
BIKES ON BART PROGRAM).

11. Bicycles must be held at all times while on the train. The kickstand 
of the bicycle must remain up.



12. Bicycles must at no time block any portion of the train doors.

13. In case of an emergency and evacuation is necessary, please leave 
the bike on train.

14. Do not chain bicycles to poles, light fixtures, pillars, etc. inside 
the BART station. All bicycles are to be parked outside the station 
in the free area in either the bicycle racks or lockers. For locker 
information, please call 464-7133.

15. Expired bike permits will be confiscated by station agents or BART 
Police.

16. If under age 14, child must be accompanied by an adult.

“WEST COUNTY BART EXTENSION ENDANGERED"
Nello Bianco, Contra Costa County BART Director, today said that the city of 

Hercules could well cause the entire 1-80 extension project to go down the drain.

"This of course would be tragic since the loss of Hercules from the project 

would doom any West Contra Costa County'BART extension to Richmond's Hilltop Mall, 

San Pablo, Contra Costa College and Pinole as well. And, of course, it would 

negate any future possibility for a rail extension further north along the 1-80 

corridor," Bianco said.
The issue is the seven-acre parcel at the juncture of State Highway 4 and 

Interstate 80, which BART purchased this past year after several years of working 

with Hercules and the other affected West County communities. The site was 

selected to possibly be the future home of BART's terminus station for the 7.6-mile

planned extension from the end of the Richmond line.
"In March 1985, Hercules passed a resolution calling for BART to 'preserve and 

acquire a corridor for the extension project and proposed station sites'...,"

Bianco said.
"The optimum area for the Hercules station site was identified as the juncture 

of State Highway 4 and Interstate 80 in the 1983 corridor study sponsored by BART,"

Bianco said.
He said the city of Hercules is now saying they will not consider that site 

but rather want BART to move to an alternative site at Willow Avenue, which could 

0, (MORE)
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add $20 to $40 million dollars to the project. Not only would this not be cost 

effective, but the proposed alternative would not provide the most logical 

passenger access for the system, and thus diminish potential patronage demand. 

Further, the site BART ihas proposed lends itself well to further extension eastward

along Highway 4 to Martinez or north along 1-80.
"So the right site is paramount to making the West County BART extension, as 

attractive as possible to gain federal funding support." Bianco said.

BART General Manager Keith Bernard noted that competition for federal funding 

for such projects is fierce among the regions across the country, as well as within 

the regions themselves. BernaVd said that major consideration "for ,making funding 

available for such projects as the proposed West Contra Costa County extension is 

that it be cost effective, thus the system must be located to serve the maximum

number of people, at the lowest possible cost."
Bianco made it clear that BART's policy is and always has been, to work closely 

with affected communities on extensions, and this has been the case since BART 

originally initiated the 1-80 corridor study at the reqeust of the West Contra 

Costa County Transportation Advisory Committee, lead by Supervisor Tom Powers, 
ever the years. Bianco has met with the city council and planning commission, alo.hg

with staff, attending numerous sessions.
"It is my hope that we can work out this issue amicably with the city of 

Hercules," Bianco said.. "We're committed to do another study to compare the 

viability of the two station sites in question. To unilaterally oppose the 

selected site, however, prior to any new study of alternatives is very counter

productive."’
He added that if BART and Hercules cannot come to an agreement, he fears the 

transit district's Board of Directors will abandon the entire West County 

extension.

Public Scojping Meeting Held January 28 Kicks Off Community

Approximately 40 local government representatives and interested 
citizens met last Wednesday, January 28, at the Marina Coinmunity 
Center in Pittsburg to participate in a Public Scoping Meeting, 
the first step in the Pittsburg-Antioch Corridor Transportation 
Alternatives Study process.

The purpose of the Corridor study is to identify the best 
transportation system for linking the corridor,communities of and 
around Antioch, Pittsburg, West Pittsburg and Concord to San 
Erancisco-Oakland-central Contra Costa County regional employment 
centers.

The study is sponsored by the Bay Area Rapid Transit District 
(BART) -and the Urban Mass Transit Administration (UMTA) . It is 
overseen by the Board of Control which includes mayors from the 
corridor cities of Concord, Martinez, Pittsburg, Antioch and 
Brentwood and representatives from Contra Costa County, the Tri 
Delta Transit, Caltrans and the Metropolitan Transportation 
Commission.

Nello Bianco, BART Director and chair of the Board of Control, 
welcomed meeting participants and explained that the primary 
purpose of the meeting was to hear public comments regarding the 
scope and approach of the study and the key issues to be 
addressed. He emphasized that deciding on a preferred transit 
mode and alignment was not the purpose of this meeting but that 
there would be ample opportunities during the upcoming community 
workshops to discuss transit preferences.

BART AND AC TRANSIT TO INTRODUCE NEW JOINT PASS JANUARY 22

A new pass that can be used on both BART and AC Transit will be introduced 

Thursday, January 22 at a ceremony to be held at 11 a.m. in the fountain area of 

BART'S Lake Merritt Station, 800 Madison St., Oakland. The public is invited.

Officials of AC Transit, BART and the Metropolitan Transportation Commission 

(MTC), the three agencies involved in developing the new transit pass called 

"AC/BART PLUS," will host the ceremony, which will kick off the advance sale of the 

new ticket. AC/BART PLUS tickets will be available at many of the same BART ticket 

outlets now selling regular and discount BART tickets and will be sold three 

working days before and one working day after the first and fifteenth day of each 

month., A detailed AC/BART PLUS brochure will be available in BART stations 

beginning Wednesday, January 21.
Transit rtders using both AC Transit and BART will find it easier to transfer 

from one system to another because tha new ticket eliminates the need for separate 

•tickets or daily cash payments.
The new joint ticket is being sold under a six month demonstration project to 

determine the feasibility and market demand for such a ticket.

AC/BART PLUS tickets will be sold, on an introductory basis, in eight
-1 /
'i'denominations ranging between $20 and $53 and will be good for a semi-monthly 

period (1st through 15th, and 16th through the end of the month). The first pass 

will be good for the period of February 1-15. The denomination needed will depend

( more )
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upon the user's current one-way BART,fare and number of trips expected to be taken 

during the semi-monthly period. For example, without using the AC/BART PLUS ticket 

a person whose daily one-way BART fare is $1.15 and who rides AC Transit to and 

from BART each weekday will pay $33 in fares for the ten working days in the period 

of February 1 to February 15. By purchasing a $29 AC/BART PLUS ticket, that person 

can make the same trips and save 13 percent.

The new AC/BART PLUS ticket will offer a discount of about 6.25 percent off 

regular BART fares and a substantial discount on the AC side of the ticket. 

Combined, the price will average out to about an 18 percent discount.

On AC Transit the AC/BART PLUS will be used as a "flash pass" for an unlimited 

number of rides on, all local AC buses in the East Bay. The new ticket will not be 

honored on BART Express Buses, AC Transit transbay buses or inter-city express 

buses.
As a BART ticket, the AC/BART PLUS will be used the same way as any other BART 

ticket, with the fares deducted after each trip taken. Because there is only a 

certain amount of space to print the remaining BART value on the ticket, every tfip 

taken will not be printed on the ticket but will be registered on the .magnetic 

strip.
A special feature of the BART portion of the ticket is the "last ride bonus." 

If a value of at least five cents remains on, the ticket, the rider will be allowed 

to make one more additional BART trip without adding to the value of the ticket. 

When the BART value of the ticket reaches zero, the fare gate will return the 

ticket so that it can continue to be used as a flash pass on AC Transit buses for- 

the remainder of the semi-monthly period.
Descriptive brochures containing ticket sales locations will soon be available 

at all BART stations and on AC Transit buses.
